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By Junno Arocho Esteves, Catholic News Service
s Russia’s violent monthlong invasion continued to
devastate Ukraine, Pope Francis laid the fates of
both countries at the feet of Mary in the hopes that

peace would finally reign.

“Mother of God and our mother, to your Immaculate
Heart we solemnly entrust and consecrate ourselves, the
church and all humanity, especially Russia and Ukraine,”
the pope said March 25, pronouncing the Act of Consecra-
tion after leading a Lenten penance service in St. Peter’s
Basilica.

Praying before a statue of Mary that was loaned by the
Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima at San Vittoriano on the out-
skirts of Rome, the pope pleaded with Mary to “accept this
act that we carry out with confidence and love. Grant that
war may end, and peace spread throughout the world.”

Sitting in front of the statue, which was placed before
the steps of the main altar on a red platform and adorned
with white roses, the pope proclaimed the Act of Con-
secration. During the prayer, the pope paused at several
moments to gaze at the statue of Mary before continuing
to recite the prayer.

“To you we consecrate the future of the whole human
family, the needs and expectations of every people, the
anxieties and hopes of the world,” he prayed.

After the consecration, the pope, accompanied by a
young boy and girl, placed a bouquet of white roses at the
feet of the statue. He then remained for a few moments,
with eyes closed and head bowed in silent prayer, before
stepping away.

According to the Vatican, an estimated 3,500 people
filled St. Peter’s Basilica, while 2,000 people watched on
video screens from St. Peter’s Square. Police asked pilgrims
who entered St. Peter’s Basilica carrying or wearing Uk-
rainian flags to put them away, since the event was a
prayer service.

Among those present at the liturgy were Andrii Yurash,
Ukraine’s ambassador to the Holy See. The consecration,
he tweeted March 25, is “another attempt (by the pope)
to defend Ukraine from the devil’s war,” referring to Rus-
sia’s attacks on the country.

Joe Donnelly, who soon will present his credentials to
the pope as the U.S. ambassador to the Holy See, also at-
tended the service.

The Vatican announced March 18 that Pope Francis

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also asked bishops around the
world to join him in consecrat-
ing Ukraine and Russia to the
Immaculate Heart of Mary.

Cardinal Konrad Krajewski,
the papal almoner, led a similar
Act of Consecration at the
Shrine of Our Lady of Fatima in
Portugal.

Bishops from around the
world had announced special
services to coincide with the
timing of the consecration in
Rome, even in the early hours of
the morning.

At the Dulce Nombre de
Maria Cathedral-Basilica in Ha-
gatfla, Guam, Archbishop Mi-
chael Byrnes led the faithful in
praying the rosary before recit-
ing the Act of Consecration at 2
a.m. local time March 26.

Archbishop Georg Géns-
wein, private secretary of retired
Pope Benedict XVI, had told re-
porters that the former pope
would join in the consecration

from his residence.

In a video released before the
liturgy, Archbishop Sviatoslav
Shevchuk of Kyiv-Halych,
major archbishop of the Ukrain-
ian Catholic Church, said he
would join in the consecration
“because today we need very
much the victory of good.”

The consecration, Arch-
bishop Shevchuk said, “means
that it is never possible to make
a deal, to cooperate with this
evil that emerges from Russia
today.”

“And that is why we must
pray for its conversion, for the
eradication of that evil, ‘so that
it,” as the Mother of God of Fa-
tima said, ‘might not destroy
other states, might not cause yet
another world war.” We, as
Christians, have a duty to pray
for our enemies,” he said.

In Rome, the bells of St.
Peter’s Basilica rang out after
Pope Francis concluded the Act
of Consecration.

In his homily during the
Lenten penance service, the

pope acknowledged that the
war in Ukraine, which “has
overtaken so many people and
caused suffering to all, has made
each of us fearful and anxious.”

While calls to “not be afraid”
may soothe one’s helplessness
in the face of war, violence and
uncertainty, the pope said that
“human reassurance is not
enough.”

“We need the closeness of
God and the certainty of his for-
giveness, and once renewed by
it, Christians can also turn to
Mary and present their needs
and the needs of the world,” he
said.

Pope Francis said the Act of
Consecration was “no magic
formula but a spiritual act” of
trust by “children who, amid
the tribulation of this cruel and
senseless war that threatens our
world, turn to their mother, re-
posing all their fears and pain in
her heart and abandoning
themselves to her.”

“It means placing in that
pure and undefiled heart, where
God is mirrored, the inesti-
mable goods of fraternity and
peace, all that we have and are,
so that she, the mother whom
the Lord has given us, may pro-
tect us and watch over us,” the
pope said.

In his prayer, Pope Francis
specifically asked Mary to be
with those suffering directly be-
cause of the war.

“May your maternal touch
soothe those who suffer and flee
from the rain of bombs,” he
prayed to Mary. “May your
motherly embrace comfort
those forced to leave their
homes and their native land.
May your sorrowful heart move
us to compassion and inspire us
to open our doors and to care for
our brothers and sisters who are
injured and cast aside.”

n the Solemnity of the Annunciation of

the Lord, March 25, bishops and priests

around the world joined Pope Francis in
the consecration of Ukraine and Russia to the
Immaculate Heart of Mary. Here at home,
Bishop Mark E. Brennan prayed the Act of Con-
secration in a packed Cathedral of St. Joseph in
Wheeling during the noon Mass as priests of the
Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston prayed in their
parish churches.

The Mass and consecration at the cathedral
were livestreamed on the diocese’s website and
Facebook page for those unable to be present.
Following the blessing at the end of Mass, the
bishop and clergy processed to the side altar of
Our Lady for the Act of Consecration, while the
congregation sang “Immaculate Mary.”

Joining the bishop and other priests at the ca-
thedral was Father Jason Charron, pastor of Our
Lady of Perpetual Help Ukrainian Catholic
Church in South Wheeling. In addressing the
congregation, Father Charron noted that
throughout the history of the church nations of
the world have consecrated themselves not just
to Christ but to the mother of Christ, Mary most
holy. Even Protestant England, he said, was
known throughout the centuries as “Mary’s
Dowry” and down through Europe each nation
has had at varying times dedications and con-
secrations to the most holy Mother of God—Uk-

raine in the year 1037.

“But what’s interesting is that from what
we can discover and read is that Russia was
never specifically set aside and consecrated to
the Mother of God,” Father Charron said. “And
if members are not covered by armor, they be-
come susceptible to the enemy’s arrows, and
such is what befell us in the 20th century
that one of our members was not consecrated by
the armor of the holy name of Mary. And so, at
the 11th hour, the mercy of God draws us near
that we may have recourse to the name of Jesus
through the intercession of his most holy
mother in her Immaculate Heart that we
may consecrate this long-standing member of
the Christian household, the nation of
Russia, that she may now be guarded from
any influence of evil and consecrated to the
name and in fact the very heart of Mary, most
holy.”

Father Charron, who had just returned from
leading a mission trip to Ukraine, spoke of an
old tradition of the country.

“I was there two weeks ago and people were
speaking about it,” Father Charron said, “and
I'd like to close with this: The oldest church in
Eastern Europe is located in Kyiv, the birthplace
of both Russia and Ukraine.” That ancient
church, he said, is St. Sophia, and over that holy
altar where that sacred oblation is offered to the
Father stands the ancient icon of the Orans—

Mary stretching out her hands lifting up the
prayer to the throne of God. “And the tradition
among the Ukrainians is that these people will
not fall so long as those arms remain out-
stretched,” he said, “and it’s into those arms
that we now consecrate both of her long-suffer-
ing people, Ukraine and Russia.”

Bishop Brennan then began the Act of Con-
secration to the Immaculate Heart of Mary.
Praying with him were concelebrants of the
Mass Father Sateesh Narisetti, HGN, vice rector
of the cathedral; Father Arul Anthony, adminis-
trator of St. John the Evangelist Parish in Wells-
burg; and Father Jude Perera, TOR, adminis-
trator of St. Anthony Parish in Follansbee. Also
praying were Deacon Doug Breiding, perma-
nent deacon of the cathedral and director of
cemeteries for the diocese; and Deacon Paul
Lim, WVU Medicine Wheeling Hospital’s vice
president of Mission Integration.

“Mother of God and our Mother, to your Im-
maculate Heart we solemnly entrust and conse-
crate ourselves, the Church and all humanity,
especially Russia and Ukraine. Accept this act
that we carry out with confidence and love.
Grant that war may end and peace spread
throughout the world. The ‘Fiat’ that arose from
your heart opened the doors of history to the
Prince of Peace. We trust that, through your
heart, peace will dawn once more. To you we

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consecrate the future of the
whole human family, the needs
and expectations of every
people, the anxieties and hopes
of the world,” they prayed.

After  the consecration,
Bishop Brennan announced that
the diocese is gifting a relic (from
its archives) of Ukrainian Blessed
Vasyl Velychkovsky to Father
Charron and his parish.

As the congregation sang
“Salve Regina,” the bishop and
clergy returned to the main altar
for Exposition of the Blessed Sac-
rament.

The next day, the Diocese of
Wheeling-Charleston shared on
its Facebook page that Father
Charron invites all to a prayer
service for the people of Ukraine
April 3 at 4 p.m. at his church,
which is located at 4136 Jacob
Street in Wheeling. Following
the prayer service, Father Char-
ron will speak of his recent ex-
periences traveling into Ukraine
to help rescue 22 orphans and
several refugees.

Good will offerings will be ac-
cepted to help support the
people of Ukraine.

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Catholic Sharing Appeal is Underway

Donations Make a Difference in Parishes and Ministries, Directors Say

WEST VIRGINIA—The Dio-
cese of Wheeling-Charleston’s an-
nual Catholic Sharing Appeal
(CSA) is underway giving the faith-
ful the opportunity to support
their parishes while at the same
time supporting Catholic schools,
outreach to the poor, evangeliza-
tion, vocations, and other mini-
stries around the state.

“The annual Catholic Sharing
Appeal makes our proclamation
of Christ’s lordship credible by
showing that we are striving to ful-
fill his command to love our fellow
human beings, be they children in
need of education, the homebound
in need of the Eucharist or a family
needing help with a rent payment
or utility bill,” Bishop Mark Bren-
nan says in his letter to the faithful
on this year’s CSA. His letter may be
read in full on this page.

“When you give to the
Catholic Sharing Appeal
you support evangelization,
education, and outreach in
every parish community
across our beautiful state.
Together we can do more
than any one person or

Donations to the CSA make
many programs possible at the par-
ish and diocesan levels. This year’s
goal is $2 million.

“The CSA has served as an essen-
tial partner for our parishes, mis-
sions and ministries in providing
them the funding they need to
maintain their aging buildings, in-
vigorate Catholic youth, and to
assist the poor and most vulner-
able,” said Heidi Sforza, director of
Annual Giving for the diocese.
“When you give to the Catholic
Sharing Appeal you support
evangelization, education, and
outreach in every parish commu-
nity across our beautiful state. To-
gether we can do more than
any one person or parish can do
alone.”

The appeal is unique in West

Virginia, said Director of Steward-
ship and Development Krissie
Benson. “None of the money
raised goes to support salaries or
chancery expenses like it does in
most other dioceses across the
country,” she said. “Appeal money
at the Diocese of Wheeling-
Charleston goes right back out to
our parishes, schools, and mini-
stries.”

Out of the $2.3 million that was
raised in 2021, she said, more than
$1.6 million went back to parishes.

“That is a phenomenal amount
of money going directly back
to support the local parishes and
their immediate needs,” Benson
said.

Parishes have traditionally
used CSA money to pay off
debts, fund building improve-
ments and beautification projects,
pave parking lots, among other en-
deavors.

Another aspect of the CSA
that is different in Wheeling-
Charleston, Benson noted, is that
parishes are not required to reach
100 percent of their goal before
they begin to get money back.
Rather, once they reach 50 percent
every penny is returned to the par-
ish. The first 50 percent funds
shared ministries, she said, one of
which is grants to parishes, where
they have the opportunity to apply
for even more funding from the
CSA.

“In most other dioceses, par-
ishes who don’t reach 100 percent
of their goal are required to pay the
difference,” Benson said. “And
only once they reach 100 percent
do they start to get money
back. So, it truly is a wonderful pro-
gram here in West Virginia that
gives back to the parishes, while
also funding the needs of shared
ministries throughout the dio-
cese.”

If there is anything learned
over the last year, Benson said, it is
that West Virginia’s Catholic faith-
ful are a resilient people, who re-
spond generously to the needs of
their local parishes. This was ev-
ident in the $2.3 million raised by
almost 4,700 donors in last year’s
CSA.

“In a year where everything
was so uncertain, the generosity
of parishioners throughout the
state was unwavering,” Benson
said. “I think people resonated
with the needs of their parish and
the diocese because they saw the ef-
fects of the pandemic first-hand. So
many of our parishes immediately
jumped into action to respond to
the restrictions and changes
required because of Covid. From

parishioners volunteering to clean
the pews between Masses, to those
who made phone calls to check in
on parishioners, and to those who
donated supplies and monetary
support, the faithful of West Vir-
ginia, once again, offered their
hands and hearts in gratitude.”
Building on the success of
last year’s appeal, Benson said great
strides are already being seen
this year. This has been a continu-
ing trend since the CSA’s inception
15 years ago. St. Francis de Sales
Parish in Morgantown has reached
44 percent of its $77,050 with 53
donors raising $33,705 already. St.
Mary Parish in Petersburg has al-
ready reached 75 percent of its goal
of $4,750 with 3,550 raised so far.
The faithful can view the pro-
gress of individual parishes by vis-
iting dwc.org/CSA. Here, they can
also find more information and a
place to make an online donation.
On Page 6 of this issue, the faithful
can find a listing of parish/mission
goals for the appeal. Parishes and
missions are listed by vicariates.
“Over the years the Catholic
Sharing Appeal has proven to be an

opportunity for the faithful to
unite together to serve the needs
throughout our diocese,” Benson
said. “Donors are making a huge
difference in the lives of those who
benefit from programs and services
made possible through the help of
the CSA.”

Sforza noted that since the
appeal began in 2007, more
than $25 million has been raised
to “enliven parishes, support
Catholic education, shine light
on shared ministries and expand
outreach efforts across West Vir-
ginia.”

Charles Town Parish Helping Fund
Relief Efforts in Ukraine

ike their fellow Catholics ac-

ross the Diocese of Wheeling-

Charleston, the people of St.
James the Greater Parish in Charles
Town answered Bishop Mark Bren-
nan’s call to help support the suf-
fering people of Ukraine through
the special collection on Ash Wed-
nesday. And like many of their fel-
low faithful, they wanted to do
more.

St. James has former parishio-
ners, partner organizations, and
other individuals in Ukraine and
neighboring countries actively
working to provide relief, the par-
ish reported. St. James is blessed to
have parish ties in Poland, said
Deacon Galvin, permanent deacon
at the parish. In the early 2000s,
many Polish students came to
work at the Charles Town Races, he
said. No accommodation was made
for their housing and 11 of the stu-
dents were taken in by parishio-
ners.

“Those incredible Polish friends
have not forgotten their Catholic
faith or hospitality that they re-
ceived in West Virginia,” Deacon
Galvin said. “They are giving that
same comfort and welcome to Uk-
rainians that are desperate for
safety. We are working with these
former parishioners to support

them financially so that they can
help on our behalf.” Their parish in
Poland has taken in 160 Ukrainian
refugees, St. James Parish reported.

For the rest of Lent at St. James,
money collected through the Wed-
nesday night collection and the
poor boxes will go to help with re-
lief for Ukrainian refugees.

“We are also working with indi-
vidual Ukrainian parishes where

their clergy have heroically
stepped up and have joined in the
relief efforts personally,” Deacon
Galvin continued. “We have a long
relationship with the Divine Word
Missionaries and we are working
with them to help orphans as well
as the Sisters of St. Basil.”

One of the Catholic teachings
that is near to the hearts of the pa-
rishioners St. James is subsidiarity,
Deacon Galvin said. “When we
have the opportunity to do some-
thing that is within in our capabil-
ity we should,” he said.

Parishioner Gus Boné is doing
that by hand-making rosaries in
the colors of the Ukrainian flag for
donations to fund relief efforts.

“They ... have provided a more
intimate way to pray for those
in Ukraine,” Deacon Galvin said.
“We have been praying daily at
our Masses for the conversion of
Russia, for the consecration of Rus-
sia to the Immaculate Heart of
Mary, and for the safety of Ukrain-
ians.”

Through all its efforts, Deacon
Galvin said, the parish wants to
offer hope and make the impact
very personal to the experience of
the parish.

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Catholic Author Christine Anghie Brings the
Good News to Children in Latest Book

atholic author Christine
Anghie brings the Good
News to children once again
in her latest book, “Asterix the Star
and Trebonius the Tribune.”

Pointing to the words of St. Je-
rome: “Ignorance of Scripture is ig-
norance of Christ,” Anghie said the
purpose of her books is “to teach
the younger ones.” In her tales of
fictional characters interacting
with real biblical characters and
events, she hopes to help children
develop a connection with the gos-
pel.

Anghie describes the first story
in her latest book, “Asterix the
Star,” as the tale of an underdog.
God asks for a star to lead the wi-
semen to the Christ Child, but reg-
ular stars cannot leave their ap-
pointed places. So, a little boy star
named Asterix confidently steps up
to take on the task. To prepare, he
goes to star school to learn how to
shine. When he begins his job, ho-
wever, the little star becomes dis-
tracted and is convinced by his
friends to take a break for a while.
When he returns to his post, the wi-
semen cannot be found. What fol-
lows is a sweet story from which
children will be able to gain many
lessons, especially in faith.

Although written for children,
Anghie notes in the book that the
story is also an allegory for adults.
“We sometimes lose our way be-
cause other things are so impor-
tant,” she said. “We need to find our
way back just like the little one
did.”

The second story, “Trebonius the
Tribune,” begins at Jesus’ crucifix-
ion and takes children on a journey
with Trebonius to the crucifixion of
St. Peter. It is here that Trebonius’
conversion takes place.

“He sees St. Peter ... as if he’s
going to the greatest thing ever and
he cannot recognize this man going
to his death, but he seems so happy
like the other Christians,” Anghie
said of Trebonius.

“Asterix the Star and Trebonius
the Tribune” was published by
Christian Faith Publishing in Sep-
tember 2021. Anghie’ latest book
follows her previous works, “Dis-
mas—The Thief of Paradise” which
was published in the U.K. and
“Ben—the Hapless Donkey and
Amal—The Fisher of Men,” pub-
lished in 2003.

Her books have been recom-
mended by the bishops of the Dio-
cese of Wheeling—Charleston to be
incorporated in the religious pro-
grams of all 24 diocesan schools,
both elementary and high schools.

All of the profits from Anghie’s
books go to the Adopt A Student
program at St. Vincent de Paul Par-
ish School in Wheeling, where she
has been a beloved teacher for 43
years. She has served as assistant
principal and teacher for seventh-
and eighth-grade religion and lan-
guage arts.

In February, she announced that
she is retiring at the end of this
school year.

St. Vincent’s is currently looking
for a sponsor to fund the purchase
of 100 books at a discounted price.
The books will be used in different
grade levels.

For little ones at St. Vincent’s,
Anghie announced exciting news.
The school’s Social Media Specialist
Jay Yelenic will be helping her with
an audio version of “Asterix the
Star” with music and characters
voiced by eighth graders and high
school students.

By Joyce Bibey
hen the late Father Leroy
Beyer handed her the keys
to the church the summer of
1993, she happily accepted them with
a grateful heart, knowing she had a sig-
nificant promise to keep.

Judy Perhacs Doyle has been play-
ing the organ, piano, and even the ac-
cordion for St. Jude Parish in Glen Dale
for nearly three decades. Many current
parishioners do not know her story,
but the ones who do have a deep ap-
preciation not only to her for sharing
her talents, but also to God for gracing
their Eucharistic celebration with her
presence. They are the parishioners
who gathered in the church at 6 a.m.,
on July 1, 1993, for an around the
clock prayer vigil for the beautiful
young mother of two, who just two
years prior had joined their church
tamily. Doyle was having brain sur-
gery that day for an aneurysm.

For the days and weeks prior,
family, friends, and members of the St.
Jude community pitched in to help
her husband Pat and their two chil-
dren Jack, who was 9 at the time, and
Danny, who wasn’t even 3 yet.

Judy had been out for a run, June
14, 1993, when she was overcome
with a massive headache. She sought

medical attention, but her symptoms
were excused as a migraine. A few days
passed and there was no relief, symp-
toms worsened dramatically, and on
June 19 she was placed in the intensive
care unit (ICU) for observation and
further testing. Doctors found a blood
vessel had burst in the exact center of
her brain. On July 1, after a full day in
surgery they successfully clamped the
blood vessel.

While her family and faith com-
munity prayed for a miracle for Judy,
Judy had been praying for everyone
but herself.

“l prayed for Pat,” she said. “We
had two very young kids. Our young-
est was potty training. I prayed for my
family and friends. I knew they would
help with my kids. I prayed for the sur-
geons to know what to do. I knew my
surgeon was Catholic and would also
be praying.”

She admitted she did more than
pray during those long days that led
up to the surgery. She felt the presence
of St. Jude her parish patron, her late
father and brother, and all her loved
ones in heaven, asking all to pray her
family gets through this.

“I talked to God,” she said. “I knew
if I was to survive, I would step up and
take on the responsibility of being the

organist at church. I'm not really an
organist though. A musician, yes, but
a refine and impressive organist, [ am
not, nor do I pretend to be.”

She knew her church had a great
need for an organist. Her pastor, Father
Beyer, whom she knew as a child at St.
Paul’s in Weirton, had asked her
months before if she was still playing
the piano and would consider playing
at the Marshall County parish. He had
remembered her playing at the Han-
cock County parish, something she
did since she was 11 years old. Because
of the pressing needs of her young
family, and the time she knew it would
take to do the job justice in her mind,
she turned Father Beyer down.

She was a math teacher, a job she
absolutely loved for 41 years.

“l enjoyed teaching, but I also
loved the opportunities we would get
to entertain our students,” she said. “I
played the accordion for special as-

semblies at (Wheeling Park High
School), when we would gather the
children for (seasonal) sing-alongs,
and multicultural days. Some of my fa-
vorite memories of teaching were
those days, when we put all of our
worries aside and came together de-
spite any clicks or divisions to play,
sing, and listen to music.”

Her love of music was fostered by
her parents, Joe and Anne Perhacs,
and her brother Jeffrey.

“I had taken lessons on the accor-
dion since I was five or six, the piano
at age 10, and ended up playing the
organ at age 11 without any organ les-
sons,” she said. “Music is a gift. 1
taught math all those years, but when
I see my old students now, they don’t
bring up any of our math lessons, they
recall those special gatherings with
music.”

She said itis an element that unites
us.

A week after her surgery, Judy was
well enough to be released from the
hospital. Six weeks later her doctor re-
leased her to normal activities.

“After [ was out of the hospital, I re-
member telling Father Leroy, ‘1 know
you need an organist, so....",” she said.
Before the conversation was over, he
handed her a key to the church. Late
that summer she played her first 10:30
a.m. Mass.

“Here lam all these years later,” she
said with a smile. “I receive so many
positive comments after Mass. It does-
n’t matter if I think I play well or not.
I don't play fancy, but St. Jude Parish
likes what I play and I'm thankful. For
me it’s not a labor of love, it’s God’s
plan. I need to be here.”

Judy is not the only member of the
tamily that invests her time and talent
for the church. Pat has served as usher,
youth faith formation teacher
(formerly CCD), and parish council-
man. When her sons were at home,
they were altar servers through high
school and ushers afterwards.

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Papa consagra Ucrania y Rusia a Maria

CIUDAD DEL VATICANO (CNS)
— Mientras la violenta invasion rusa,
que ya cumplié un mes, continuaba
devastando Ucrania, el papa Francisco
puso el destino de ambos paises en
manos de Maria, con la esperanza de
que finalmente reinara la paz.

"Madre de Dios y madre nuestra, a
tu Inmaculado Corazén nos encomen-
damos y consagramos solemnemente,
la iglesia y toda la humanidad, especi-
almente Rusia y Ucrania", expreso el
Santo Padre el 25 de marzo, presi-
diendo el acto de consagracion después
de haber dirigido un servicio de pen-
itencia de Cuaresma en la Basilica de
San Pedro.

Rezando ante una estatua de Maria,
que fue prestada por el Santuario de
Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima en San Vitto-
riano, en las afueras de Roma, el papa
suplico a la Madre de Dios que "acepte
este acto que llevamos a cabo con con-
fianza y amor. Haz que la guerra ter-
mine y que la paz se extienda por todo
el mundo".

Sentado frente a la estatua, que fue
colocada ante los escalones del altar
mayor sobre una plataforma roja y
adornada con rosas blancas, el Sumo
Pontifice proclamo el acto de consagra-
cion. Durante la oracion, el papa se de-
tuvo en varios momentos para mirar la
estatua de Maria antes de continuar.

"A ti te consagramos el futuro de
toda la familia humana, las necesi-
dades y expectativas de cada pueblo,
las angustias y esperanzas del mundo",
oro.

Después de la consagracion, el

papa, acompafiado por un nifio y una
nina, colocé un ramo de rosas blancas
alos pies de la estatua. Luego permane-
ci6 ahi unos momentos, con los ojos
cerrados y la cabeza inclinada en ora-
cién, en silencio.

Segan el Vaticano, se estima que
3,500 personasllenaron el interior de la
Basilica de San Pedro, mientras que
2,000 personas vieron el evento en
pantallas de video desde la Plaza de San
Pedro. La policia pidi6 a los peregrinos
que entraron a la Basilica de San Pedro
portando o llevando banderas ucrani-
anas que las guardaran, ya que el
evento era un servicio de oracion.

Entre los presentes en la liturgia es-
taba Andrii Yurash, embajador de
Ucrania ante la Santa Sede. La consa-
gracion, tuiteo el 25 de marzo, es "otro
intento (del papa) de defender a Ucra-
niadela guerra del diablo", refiriéndose
a los ataques de Rusia contra el pais.

Joe Donnelly, quien pronto presen-
tard sus credenciales al Santo Padre
como embajador de Estados Unidos
ante la Santa Sede, también asisti6 al
servicio.

El Vaticano anunci6 el 18 de marzo
que el papa Francisco también pidi6 a
los obispos de todo el mundo que se
unieran a €l para consagrar Ucrania y
Rusia al Inmaculado Corazén de
Maria.

El cardenal Konrad Krajewski, li-
mosnero papal, dirigioé un acto similar
de consagracion en el Santuario de
Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima en Portugal.

Obispos de todo el mundo habian
anunciado servicios especiales para co-
incidir con el momento de la consagra-
cion en Roma, incluso en las primeras

horas de la mafiana.

En la Catedral-Basilica Dulce Nom-
bre de Maria en Hagatfia, Guam, el ar-
zobispo Michael Byrnes dirigi6 a los
tieles en el rezo del rosario antes de re-
citar el actode consagraciénalas2a.m.
(hora local) del 26 de marzo.

El arzobispo Georg Ganswein, sec-
retario privado del papa emérito Bene-
dicto XVI, habia dicho a los periodistas
que el ex papa se uniria a la consagra-
cion desde su residencia.

En un video publicado antes de la
liturgia, el arzobispo Sviatoslav Shev-
chuk de Kyiv-Halych, jefe de la Iglesia
Catoélica ucraniana, manifest6 que se
uniria a la consagracion "porque hoy
necesitamos mucho la victoria del
bien".

La consagracion, sefiald el arzo-
bispo Shevchuk, "significa que nunca
es posible llegar a un acuerdo y coo-
perar con este mal que emerge de Rusia
hoy".

"Y es por eso que debemos orar por
su conversion, por la erradicacion de
ese mal, 'para que', como dijo la Madre
de Dios de Fatima, 'no destruya otros
estados, no provoque otra guerra mun-
dial'. Nosotros, como cristianos, tene-
mos el deber de orar por nuestros ene-
migos", acoto.

En Roma, las campanas de la Basil-
ica de San Pedro sonaron después de
que el papa Francisco concluyera el
acto de consagracion.

En su homilia durante el servicio de
penitencia de Cuaresma, el Sumo Pon-
tifice reconoci6 que la guerra en Ucra-
nia, que "ha alcanzado a tanta gente y
ha causado sufrimiento a todos, ha de-
jado, a cada uno de nosotros, temero-

SOS ¥ ansiosos".

Si bien los llamados a "no tener
miedo" pueden aliviarlaimpotenciade
uno frente a la guerra, a la violencia y
a la incertidumbre, el papa dijo que "el
dar consuelo no es suficiente".

"Necesitamos la cercania de Dios y
la certeza de su perdon, y una vez ren-
ovados por ¢€l, los cristianos pueden
volverse también a Maria y presentar
sus necesidades y las del mundo",
dijo.

El papa Francisco dijo que el acto de
consagracion "no es una férmula ma-
gica sino un acto espiritual" de confi-
anza por "los hijos que, en medio de la
tribulacion de esta guerra cruel y sin
sentido que amenaza a nuestro
mundo, se vuelven hacia su madre, de-
positando todos sus miedos y dolores
en su corazény abandonandose aella".

"Significa poner en ese corazéon
puro e inmaculado, donde se refleja
Dios, los bienes inestimables de la fra-
ternidad y de la paz, todo lo que tene-
mos y somos, para que ella, la madre
que el Sefior nos ha dado, nos proteja
y nos cuide", indico el papa.

En su oracién, el papa Francisco
pidio especificamente a Maria que pet-
manezca con los que sufren directa-
mente a causa de la guerra.

"Que tu toque maternal alivie a los
que sufren y huyen de la lluvia de bom-
bas", rez6 a Maria. "Que tu abrazo ma-
terno consuele a los que se ven obliga-
dos a abandonar sus hogares y su tierra
natal. Que tu corazén afligido nos
mueva a la compasion y nos inspire a
abrir nuestras puertas y cuidar a nues-
tros hermanos y hermanas heridos y
abandonados".
