Groups from all over the Dio-
cese of Wheeling-Charles-
ton joined people from all 

faiths and walks of life from across 
the U.S. in the 49th annual March 
for Life in Washington Jan. 21. Par-
ish and school groups as well as 

members of Catholic and pro-life 
organizations from the diocese 
boarded busses, traveled to the na-
tion’s capital, and braved frigid 
temperatures to stand up for the 
rights of unborn children. 

Among these groups were 43 
people from St. John University 

Parish in Morgantown and stu-
dents from West Virginia Universi-
ty in Morgantown, many who are 
members of the campus ministry 
Mountaineer Catholic at the par-
ish. Their pastor, Father Brian                 
Crenwelge, said he really wanted 
the college students to be in-        

spired by all the other young 
people who attend the March every 
year. 

“I think the March for Life is a 
great testament to our recognition 
of the dignity of every human per-
son,” Father Crenwelge said. “On a

To Report to Civil Authorities: Contact your local law en-
forcement: numbers will vary based on your location. If you believe some-
one is in im- mediate danger, call 911. To confidentially report any inci-
dence of suspected child abuse or neglect, including sexual abuse, contact 
the West Virginia Bureau for Children and Families’ Child Protective Serv-
ices by calling the Child Abuse Hotline at 800.352.6513. You may report 
anonymously to this hotline if you prefer. 

To Report to Diocesan Authorities: The diocese encourages report-
ing to the appropriate civil authorities first and foremost if a crime has been 
committed. The diocese also encourages reporting to the appropriate 
church authorities. To report suspected cases of sexual abuse of children by 
personnel of the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston to the Diocese, contact 
one of the following designees at 1.888.434.6237 or 304.233.0880: Mr.

In addition to the methods listed above for reporting sexual abuse, the 
Diocese also has partnered with Navex Global to offer the EthicsPoint plat-
form to report other, additional concerns, such as suspected financial, pro-
fessional, and personal misconduct of a priest, deacon, religious, or lay em-
ployee of the Diocese or any Catholic parish or school in West Virginia. The 
EthicsPoint platform can be accessed via www.dwc.org, under “Account-
ability”, then “Report Misconduct” or by calling 844.723.8381. EthicsPoint 
is a third-party reporting system that reports to civil authorities where ap-
plicable and Diocesan authorities, and the identity of the person reporting 
is protected.

Clarence Gerard “Smitty” Smith, age 92, of Berkeley Springs, WV, died on Monday, 
January 17, 2022 at War Memorial Hospital in Berkeley Springs. 

Born August 13, 1929 in Cresson, PA, he was the son of the late Bartley Robert and 
Agnes Elizabeth Peters Smith. 

He was a member of St. Vincent de Paul Catholic Church in Berkeley Springs and 
had been active in the Holy Name Society. He was a graduate of Cresson High School 
and also attended the Maryland Institute in Baltimore.

college campus, most often 
abortion is promoted, so 
for these students to see so 
many other students like 
them, I think that was very 
encouraging to them. It 
was definitely a cold day 
outside, but it was so worth 
it to be at the Washington 
Mall with the thousands of 
others in support of the 
lives and dignity of moth-
ers and their babies.” 

Many of the young 
people at the march 
proudly held signs that 
proclaimed, “I am the Pro-
Life Generation” and “The 
Future is Anti-Abortion.” 
Sailing high above the 
marchers and a sea of 
“Choose Life” signs on the 
march to the Supreme 
Court was the huge “West 
Virginia, Mountaineer 
Catholic, St. John Universi-
ty Parish” banner carried 
by the Morgantown group.  

The theme for this year’s 
March for Life was “Equal-
ity Begins in the Womb,” 
march organizers said, em-
phasizing that the march 
highlights how true equal-
ity is only possible if all rec-
ognize that children in the 
womb also deserve protec-
tion. The annual March for 
Life, they said, is the 

world’s largest annual 
human rights demonstra-
tion.  

The Catholic commu-
nity of West Virginia’s        
Eastern Panhandle was    
well represented at the 
march once again with a 
large group from St. James 
the Greater Parish in 
Charles Town and St. Jo-
seph Parish in Martinsburg 

travelling to the nation’s 
capital. 

“We were blessed to 
send three buses with more 
than 110 participants to 
D.C.,” St. James Parish offi-
cials posted on Facebook. 
“It was inspiring to see so 
many gather for 7 a.m. 
Mass before beginning 
their journey.” 

The parish thanked the 

Knights of Columbus for 
once again providing 
breakfast; Grace Guiney       
for making lunches; and 
Father Bill Kuchinsky, 
Cathy Kerns, and Alex 
Mooney for presentations 
they gave. 

Many students from St.

parents, also took part in 
the march as well as a large 
group from Central Catho-
lic High School in Wheel-
ing.

According to the latest fig-
ures from National Right to Life, roughly 
2,400 unborn babies in the U.S. are lost to 
abortion each day,” rally organizers said. 

Rally goers will have the opportunity to  
meet with their legislators by appointment 
from 9-10:30 a.m. They must set up their ap-
pointments. They will also be introduced in 
the House/Senate Galleries when session be-
gins at 11 a.m.  

WVFL encourages all to sign the Unborn 
Child with Down Syndrome Protection Act, 
“a bill that will protect unborn children dia-
gnosed with a disability and their families 
from the trauma of coerced abortion.” Peti-
tion deadline is Jan. 31 in order to present        
it to House and Senate leadership at the 
rally. The petition can be signed at 
https://www.wvforlife.org/call-to-action/.

Joey and Bethanie McCutheon featuring 
Frank Tettenburn’s “God Bless America.”

Seeking Principal

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Amending a 

written statement made to a panel investigating 
clerical sexual abuse in his former Archdiocese 
of Munich and Freising, retired Pope Benedict 
XVI said he was present at a 1980 meeting to dis-
cuss the transfer of a priest accused of miscon-
duct. 

“He did attend the meeting on Jan. 15, 
1980,” said a statement issued on Pope Bene-
dict’s behalf by his secretary, Archbishop Georg 
Ganswein. 

“The statement to the contrary was therefore         
objectively incorrect. He would like to empha-
size that this was not done out of bad faith              
but was the result of an oversight in the                    
editing of his statement,” the archbishop said 
Jan. 24. 

The 94-year-old Pope Benedict, he said, is 
still going through an almost 1,900-page report, 
which was released Jan. 20 and looked at the 
handling of cases in the archdiocese between 
1945 and 2019. The former Cardinal Joseph Rat-
zinger headed the Munich Archdiocese from 
1977 to 1982. 

The report identified 497 victims and 235 
abusers, but the lawyers who conducted the 
study say they’re convinced the real numbers 
are much higher. In the report, the lawyers said 
that, on four occasions, then-Cardinal Rat-
zinger mishandled abuse allegations. 

Particularly regarding the case of repeat of-
fender Peter H., a priest sent to Munich from 
Essen in 1980, lawyer Ulrich Wastl described 
Pope Benedict’s statements as “not very cred-
ible.” 

The law firm Westpfahl Spilker Wastl, con-
ducted the investigation for the archdiocese; 
the retired pope had sent an 82-page statement 
to the investigators while they were doing the 
investigation. 

In the statement, the former pope had              
said he did not take part in a decisive meeting 
on the case of Peter H. But, at the news                   
conference where the legal report was present-
ed, Wastl read out the minutes of that meeting. 
In it, then-Archbishop Ratzinger is mentioned 
in several places as a rapporteur on other           
topics. 

Once the retired pope has had the time to 

thoroughly read the Westpfahl Spilker   
Wastl report, Archbishop Ganswein said,    
“he will explain” how the editing error oc-
curred. 

“He is very sorry for this mistake and asks 
pardon,” the archbishop said. 

At the same time, Archbishop Ganswein said, 
the retired pope’s assertion that “in this meeting 
no decision was made about a pastoral assign-
ment of the priest in question” remains “objec-
tively correct.” 

The 1980 meeting, he said, dealt only with 
“the request to provide him (Peter H.) with ac-
commodation during his therapeutic treatment 
in Munich,” a request that was granted. Later 
the priest was assigned to provide pastoral care 
in Bavaria and continued to sexually abuse mi-
nors. 

Archbishop Ganswein assured the people of 
the archdiocese of Pope Benedict’s closeness, 
“especially in these days,” and his support of ef-
forts “to clarify the situation.” 

“He is thinking especially of the victims who 
have experienced sexual abuse and indiffer-
ence,” he said.

Retired Pope Benedict Corrects Statement for 
Munich Abuse Report

VATICAN CITY (CNS) 
— On the day Pope Francis 
established as a day of 
prayer for peace in Ukraine, 
the pope appealed for an 
end to all war and prayed 
that dialogue, the common 
good and reconciliation 
would prevail. 

“Let us ask the Lord to 
grant that the country may 
grow in the spirit of broth-
erhood, and that all hurts, 
fears and divisions will be 
overcome,” he said at the 
end of his weekly general 
audience in the Vatican’s 
Paul VI audience hall Jan. 
26. 

“May the prayers and 
supplications that today 
rise up to heaven touch the 
minds and hearts of world 
leaders, so that dialogue 
may prevail and the com-
mon good be placed ahead 
of partisan interests,” he 
said. 

With rising tensions in 
the region and the threat of 
a possible Russian-Ukrain-
ian conflict spreading, 
Pope Francis had set Jan. 26 
as a day of prayer for peace 
in Ukraine. 

With the day coinciding 
with his weekly audience, 
the pope asked people to 
pray throughout the day. 

“Let us make our prayer 
for peace in the words of 
the Our Father, for it is the 
prayer of sons and daugh-

ters to the one Father, the 
prayer that makes us 
brothers and sisters, the 
prayer of children who 
plead for reconciliation 
and concord,” he said. 

The pope said that as 
people remember the   
Holocaust on the eve of In-
ternational Holocaust Re-
membrance Day, also 
“think about the more than 
5 million people who were 

annihilated (in Ukraine) 
during the time of the last 
war. They are a suffering 
people, they suffered fam-
ine, they suffered so much 
cruelty and they deserve 
peace.” 

Russia annexed Crimea 
in early 2014 and, shortly 
afterward, Russian-backed 
separatists began fighting 
Ukrainian government 
forces in the eastern Uk-

rainian regions of Donetsk 
and Luhansk. Some 1.5 mil-
lion people have fled the 
region to other parts of Uk-
raine and thousands of civ-
ilians and soldiers have 
died or been injured. 

While in the spring of 
2021 Russia was accused by 
many Western nations of 
trying to provoke more ac-
tive fighting by holding 
military exercises near the 

border, a massive Russian 
buildup of troops just over 
the border created alarm in 
early December. The 
buildup has continued and, 
late Jan. 22, Britain’s For-
eign and Commonwealth 
Office released a statement 
saying it had evidence that 
Russia was developing 
plans to install a pro-Rus-
sian government in Uk-
raine.

Winters in Wheeling 
can be brutal. The 
cold weather puts 

many of our neighbors who 
are experiencing homeless-
ness at increased risk of illness 
and even addiction relapse. 
Unfortunately, social distanc-
ing requirements related to 
the pandemic mean that the 
Neighborhood Center on 
18th Street is not large 
enough to accommodate a 
warming center along with 
regular services. 

Catholic Charities West 
Virginia (CCWVa) partnered 
with Father Joseph Wiley and 
the parishioners of St. Al-
phonsus Catholic Church, 
who graciously opened their 
doors. CCWVa operates a 
warming center in their par-
ish hall. 

We are so grateful for this 
partnership! Now, people 
who have nowhere else to go 
are welcome from 8:00 a.m. 
to 4:00 p.m. daily. Together 
and through collaboration 

with the Soup Kitchen of 
Greater Wheeling, we serve 
three meals each day. 

“As the weather gets 
colder, people just don’t have 
somewhere they can com-
fortably be for the day,” said 
Mark Phillips, CCWVa North-
ern Regional director. “There 
are places you can stay for an 
hour, like the library. But at 
our place, it doesn’t matter 
what you like look or what 
you’re bringing with you. We 
don’t ask questions. People 
can access resources and get a 
hot meal.” 

One aspect of our ministry 
here stands out from many 
other warming centers in the 
state: Peer Recovery Coaches 
are available on site for 
anyone who needs support 
with substance use disorder 
(SUD). Peer Recovery 
Coaches have not only been 
through extensive training, 
they’ve also been through 
their own trials with SUD. 
They offer nonjudgmental 

companionship, a witness to 
what’s possible, and support 
for those seeking — and re-
maining in — recovery. 

“At Catholic Charities, we 
get involved in both sides of 
recovery,” said Phillips. “We 
help people access recovery 
programs, and we support 
people who are coming home 
from those programs.” Phil-
lips noted that with few half-
way houses existing in the 
Wheeling area, it is essential 
for CCWVa to offer financial 
assistance for deposits and 
first month’s rent for people 
coming home to jobs. 

The warming center at St. 
Alphonsus is truly a commu-
nity effort. Besides our part-

nerships with the parish and 
the Soup Kitchen of Greater           
Wheeling, House of Hagar 
sends a Peer Recovery Coach 
to the warming center. And 
we always need helping 
hands. If you’re available to 
prepare meals, serve meals, 
make coffee, or simply spend 
time with people, please 
reach out to our Volunteer 
Coordinator, Keith Miller:

Bend, Indiana, quien es ex 
presidente del Comité de Doc-
trina de la Conferencia de Obi-
spos Católicos de Estados Un-
idos. Según su CEO y cofunda-
dor, Alex Jones, Hallow in-
tenta ser "una aplicación que te 
ayude a desconectarte de las 
aplicaciones y la tecnología". 

Eso suena como una con-
tradicción, admitió en una en-
trevista de 2020 con Catholic 
News Service. 

Sin embargo, mientras que 
otras aplicaciones religiosas 
tienen a los usuarios pegados a 
su pantalla para leer la Biblia, 
explicó, Hallow les permite a 
sus usuarios presionar "repro-
ducir", cerrar los ojos, y escu-
char el audio de una oración. 

Se alienta a los usuarios a 

desarrollar el hábito de la ora-
ción, dedicando al menos un 
minuto a la oración guiada por 
Hallow cada día. 

"La parte más difícil de orar 
es simplemente hacerlo", 
manifestó Jones a CNS. "Es 
fácil en las temporadas de Cua-
resma y Adviento cuando es 
importante hacerlo, pero (en 

otras épocas del año) cuando 
tienes muchas otras cosas suce-
diendo, es fácil dejarlo". 

La aplicación permite a los 
usuarios establecer objetivos y 
se "puede agregar miembros de 
familia y amigos a la aplicación 
para hacer a uno más respons-
able", dijo. "Puedes establecer 
recordatorios diarios".

Aplicación Hallow Español ofrece oraciones 
católicas, meditaciones en español

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Pope Francis officially has declared St. Ire-

naeus of Lyon a doctor of the church. 
In a decree released by the Vatican Jan. 21, the pope ordered that the 

second-century theologian be given the title of “doctor of unity” and said 
St. Irenaeus’ life and teachings served as “a spiritual and theological 
bridge between Eastern and Western Christians.” 

“May the doctrine of such a great teacher increasingly encourage the 
journey of all the Lord’s disciples toward full communion,” the pope said. 

During a meeting with Pope Francis Jan. 20, Cardinal Marcello Semer-
aro, prefect of the Congregation for Saints’ Causes, asked the pope to “ac-
cept the affirmative opinion” of the cardinals and bishops who are con-
gregation members to confer the title on St. Irenaeus, who was known for 
his defense of orthodoxy amid the rise of gnostic sects. 

St. Irenaeus is the second doctor of the church named by Pope Francis 
after St. Gregory of Narek, who was given the designation in 2015. He 
brings the total number of doctors of the church to 37. 

Born in Smyrna, Asia Minor — now modern-day Turkey — St. Irenaeus 
was known as a staunch defender of the faith. 

Concerned about the rise of gnostic sects within the early Christian 
church, he wrote “Adversus haereses” (“Against Heresies”), a refutation of 
gnostic beliefs that emphasized personal spiritual knowledge over faith in 
Christian teachings and in ecclesiastical authority. 

In October, the pope had told members of the St. Irenaeus Joint Ortho-
dox-Catholic Working Group that he intended to declare their namesake 
a doctor of the church. 

“Your patron, St. Irenaeus of Lyon — whom I will soon declare a doctor 
of the church with the title, ‘doctor unitatis’ (‘doctor of unity’) — came 
from the East, exercised his episcopal ministry in the West, and was a great 
spiritual and theological bridge between Eastern and Western Chris-
tians,” he said. 

During his meeting with Cardinal Semeraro, Pope Francis also signed 
decrees recognizing how three sainthood candidates — one man and two 
women — heroically lived the Christian virtues. The three were: 

— Italian Archbishop Francesco Saverio Toppi, the former prelate of 
Pompei, who was known for his devotion to Our Lady of the Most Holy 
Rosary. He was born in 1925 and died in 2007. 

— Italian Sister Maria Teresa De Vincenti, founder of the Little Workers 
of the Sacred Heart. She was born in 1872 and died in 1936. 

— Italian Sister Gabriella Borgarino, a member of the Daughters of 
Charity. She was born in 1880 and died in 1949.
