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Pope Names 21 Cardinals, Including U.S.-Born Archbishop
Prevost; Archbishop Pierre, Apostolic Nuncio to the U.S.

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Pope
Francis named 21 new cardinals, in-
cluding U.S.-born Archbishop Robert
E. Prevost, who took the helm at the
Dicastery for Bishops in April, and
French Archbishop Christophe Pierre,
the apostolic nuncio to the United
States.

PRINCE GEORGE, Va.—A
Prince George, Va., mother and
daughter who went missing last
weekend were found safe, according
to family.

Prince George County Police
confirmed a VDEM employee found
Marthaand Mary Bates alive and safe
in Highland County, Va., on Thurs-
day, July 13, around 4 p.m.

Martha, 42, and her daughter
Mary, 15, traveled to Camp Carlo in
Huttonsville on Sunday, July 9. The
summer camp was about a four-hour
drive from Prince George.

Martha was supposed to call her
husband when they made it to
camp, but after no call, her husband
called the camp and found out the
two never made it.

Prince George Police say the
mother and daughter were reunited
with their family.

The pope announced the names
after his recitation of the Angelus with
the faithful in St. Peter’s Square July 9.
He said he would formally install the
cardinals during a special consistory at
the Vatican Sept. 30.

Cardinal-designate Prevost ex-
pressed his surprise and joy upon hear-
ing the announcement, he said in an
interview with Vatican News July 10.

“Certainly I felt happy for the rec-
ognition of the mission that has been
entrusted to me—which is a very beau-
tiful thing—and at the same time I
thought with reverence and holy fear:
[ hope I can respond to what the pope
is asking of me. It is an enormous re-
sponsibility, like when he called me to
Rome as prefect,” he said in Italian.

“I see it as the continuation of a

mission that the pope has decided to
give me,” he added.

Speaking in English, Cardinal-des-
ignate Prevost said it is not a coinci-
dence that Pope Francis scheduled the
consistory before the start of the first
general assembly of the synod on syn-
odality, saying he is firmly convinced
that “all of us are called to walk

Cont’d from Page 1
together.”

The new cardinals represent more
than a dozen countries on five conti-
nents. Three of the new cardinals are
current Vatican officials, three are cur-
rent or retired apostolic nuncios, 13 are
current or retired heads of archdioceses
around the world, one is a rector major
of the Salesians and one is a 96-year-old
confessor in Buenos Aires. Six belong to
religious orders; two of them are Jesuits.

Continuing a papal custom, among
the new cardinals were three church-
men — two archbishops and a Capu-
chin Franciscan priest— over the age of
80, whom Pope Francis said he wanted
to honor because they were particularly
deserving because of “their service to
the church.” Being over the age of 80,
they are ineligible to vote in a conclave.

After the new cardinals are installed
in late September, there will be 137 po-
tential voters and the total membership
of the College of Cardinals is expected
to be 243.

The nomination of Cardinal-desig-
nate Prevost brings to 18 the number of
U.S. cardinals; after the consistory, the
U.S. contingent will include 11 poten-
tial papal electors.

The September ceremony will mark
the ninth time Pope Francis has created
cardinals since his election to the pa-
pacy in March 2013. After the cere-
mony Sept. 30, he will have created a
total of 131 new cardinals in that Col-
lege of Cardinals, which would make
up about 54% of the total college and
72% of potential electors.

With the addition of six new cardi-
nalsunder the age of 60, the average age
of cardinal electors will get one year
younger going from today’s average age
of 72 years 8 months to 71 years 6
months. Cardinal-designate Alves
Aguiar of Lisbon, 49, will be just six
months older than the youngest elec-
tor, Cardinal Giorgio Marengo of
Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia, 49.

Cardinal-designate Prevost, 67, was
born in Chicago, and had served as
bishop of Chiclayo, Peru, for more than
eight years before being appointed to
lead the Vatican body responsible for
recommending to the pope candidates
tofill the office of bishop in many of the
Latin-rite dioceses of the world. Recom-
mendations made by the dicastery are
typically approved by the pope. Arch-
bishop Prevost has been a member of
the dicastery since November 2020.

He also oversees the Pontifical Com-
mission for Latin America, established
in 1958 by Pope Pius XII to study the
church in Latin America, where nearly
40% of the world’s Catholics reside.

The cardinal-designate holds de-
grees from Villanova University in
Pennsylvania and the Catholic Theo-
logical Union in Chicago and a doctor-
ate from the Pontifical University of St.
Thomas Aquinas in Rome. An Augus-
tinian friar, he joined the Augustinian
mission in Peru in 1985 and largely
worked in the country until in 1999,
when he was elected head of the Augus-
tinians’ Chicago-based province. From
2001 to 2013, he served as prior general
of the worldwide order.

In 2014, Pope Francis named him

bishop of Chiclayo, in northern Peru,
and the pope asked him also to be apos-
tolic administrator of Callao, Peru,
from April 2020 to May 2021. The pope
then appointed him to succeed the re-
tiring Canadian Cardinal Marc Ouellet
as prefect of the Dicastery for Bishopsin
early 2023.

Cardinal-designate Pierre, 77, was
born in Rennes, France. Ordained to
the priesthood in 1970, he served as
apostolic nuncio to Haiti, Uganda and
Mexico until Pope Francis named him
nuncio to the United States in 2016.

Archbishop Timothy P. Broglio of
Military Services, USA, and president of
the U.S. Conference of Catholic
Bishops offered his congratulations
and prayers to the new cardinals on
behalf of the bishops of the United
States July 9.

“Please join me in praying for Cardi-
nal-designate Prevost and Cardinal-
designate Pierre as they continue their
lives of service to the universal church,”
Archbishop Broglio said. “For the
church in the United States, their mini-
stry has been a true blessing. Our epis-
copal conference rejoices in this sign of
recognition of these distinguished
churchmen.”

Before he read the 21 names, Pope
Francis told the estimated 15,000
people in St. Peter’s Square that the di-
versity of the new cardinals “expresses
the universality of the church, which
continues to proclaim God’s merciful
love to all people on Farth.”

The order in which the cardinals are
announced determines their seniority
in the College of Cardinals, which has
little practical effect except in liturgical
processions.

Pierre, the apostolic nuncio to the
United States, 77.

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U.S. Bishops Praise Expansion of Family

Reunification Processes for Migrants

WASHINGTON (OSV News) —
The U.S. bishops July 10 praised a
recent announcement by the U.S.
Department of Homeland Security
that it would expand family reuni-
fication processes for some mi-
grants.

On July 7, the department said it
would implement the new pro-
cesses for eligible nationals of Co-
lombia, El Salvador, Guatemala,
and Honduras. The expanded pro-
gram, which began July 10, permits
migrants from those countries to
travel to the U.S. and gain work
permits if they have family
members who are U.S. citizens or
legal residents, and those relatives
filed visa applications on their be-
half. Parole would be determined
on a case-by-case basis, officials
said.

In a statement, Bishop Mark J.

Seitz of El Paso, Texas, chairman of
the U.S. Conference of Catholic
Bishops’ Committee on Migration,
said the bishops “welcome this ef-
fort to provide a realistic opportu-
nity for attaining family unity and
reunification, which are founda-
tional to the U.S. immigration sys-
tem and central tenets of Catholic
social teaching.”

“As we know, ‘Family relations
contribute decisively to the sound
building of human society in fel-
lowship, which cannot be reduced
to simply the inhabitants of a terri-
tory or citizens of a State who live
together,”” Bishop Seitz said, citing
a 2015 Vatican report.

“Unfortunately, what the need
for such programs demonstrates —
and as similar programs created for
Cubans and Haitians have already
underscored — is that backlogs
continue to pose untenable chal-

lenges for aspiring immigrants who
seek to avail themselves of the lim-
ited legal pathways currently avail-
able, whether family- or employ-
ment-based in nature,” he con-
tinued. “This is why my brother
bishops and I, along with the vast
majority of civic leaders and the
American public, know immigra-
tion reform is ultimately the only
true and sustainable solution to
these challenges.”

Bishop Seitz said the bishops
“continue to urge Congress to
come together on a bipartisan basis
to achieve this, a difficult but not
impossible task, as demonstrated
by recent measures such as the Dig-
nity Act.”

Among other provisions, the
measure “takes into account the
contribution of immigrants — in-
cluding Dreamers — to our country
by granting them legal protections

to remain in the United States if
they meet certain conditions,” co-
sponsor Rep. Jenniffer Gonzalez
Coloén, R-Puerto Rico, said in a
statement. “Dreamers” refer to im-
migrant young people, brought to
the U.S. as children without legal
authorization, who qualify for the
Development, Relief, and Educa-
tion for Alien Minors (DREAM)
Act.

The Dignity Act also would se-
cure the border, and create a pro-
cess for those already in the U.S.
without authorization to pay resti-
tution and “integrate into Ameri-
can society.”

Immigration officials said the
move on family reunification was
intended to “provide lawful path-
ways” for migrants seeking citizen-
ship or legal residency in the
United States and to “reduce dan-
gerous irregular migration.”

On Affirmative Action, U.S. Bishops Echo Call of
St. Katharine Drexel

(OSV News) — In a statement re-
leased July 7, the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops said that it was their
“hope that our Catholic institutions of
higher learning will continue to find
ways to make education possible and
affordable for everyone, regardless of
their background.”

The statement was made in re-
sponse to the June 29 Supreme Court
ruling thatinstitutions of higher educa-

Catholic Universities Must
Engage with Al's Development,

Cardinal Says

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Cath-
olic universities must not recoil from
the daunting risks of artificial intelli-
gence but become proactively in-
volved in its ethical development,
said the head of the Dicastery for Cul-
ture and Education.

Catholic universities are obligated
“to a delicate exercise of responsibil-
ity” in the “new historical era” repre-
sented by Al, said Cardinal José Tolen-
tino de Mendonga, prefect of the di-
castery. “Universities and, even more
so, universities which share the
church’s mission, stand at a cross-
roads of cultural, scientific and social
possibilities.”

Quoting Pope Francis, he said
“mere training in the correct use of
new technologies will not prove suf-
ficient” and that “it is not enough to
simply to trust in the moral sense of
researchers and developers of devices
and algorithms,” signaling the need
to develop “algor-ethics.”

tion can no longer take race into con-
sideration for admission, a landmark
decision overturning previous prece-
dent supported by many Catholic uni-
versities and colleges.

“Education is a gift, an opportunity,
and an important aspect of our democ-
racy that is not always within the reach
of all, especially racial and ethnic
groups who find themselves on the
margins,” the statement, issued by

The cardinal spoke July 13 at the
opening of a conference in Milan ti-
tled, “The Future of Catholic Univer-
sities in the Al Age” organized by the
Strategic Alliance of Catholic Re-
search Universities, an international
network of leading Catholic universi-
ties dedicated to research.

“Catholic universities must in-
deed dialogue with the new, work un-
sparingly on current questions and is-
sues, and establish themselves as great
laboratories of the future,” he said,
since they are “expected not only to
actively guard the noble memory of
past days, but also to be the probes,
and the cradles, of tomorrow.”

Catholic universities must recall
that “they donotlive for themselves,”
he said. “On the contrary, they de-
velop to the extent that they become
capable of listening, capable of co-re-
sponsible exercise of collaborative
practices, and of a generative en-
counter of people and cultures.”

Bishop Joseph N. Perry, auxiliary
bishop of Chicago and newly ap-
pointed chair of the Ad Hoc Committee
Against Racism, said. Quoting St. Ka-
tharine Drexel, patroness and pioneer
in Catholic education, the USCCB
statement concluded: “If we wish to
serve God and love our neighbor as
well, we must manifest our joy in the
service we render to Him and them. Let
us open wide our hearts. It is joy which

invites us. Press forward and fear noth-
ing.”

Chief Justice John Roberts wrote the
6-3 majority opinion in Students for
Fair Admissions v. Harvard, arguing ad-
missions programs at Harvard Univer-
sity and the University of North Caro-
lina violated the Constitution’s equal
protection clause in a ruling dealing
with affirmative action policies at those
institutions.

Iowa LLawmakers Pass 6-Week

Abortion Ban

DES MOINES, Iowa (OSV News) — During a special session July 11, the
Iowa Legislature passed a ban on most abortions after six weeks.

Once Republican Gov. Kim Reynolds signs the measure July 14, it takes ef-
fect immediately. Hours after lawmakers passed the measure, abortion advo-
cates filed a legal challenge July 12 in Iowa District Court for Polk County
seeking a temporary injunction that would prevent enforcement of the law.
Reynolds said in a brief statement she would sign the measure as planned. Un-
less the court intervenes, the law would take effect immediately July 14. Cur-
rently, abortion is legal in lowa up to 20 weeks

of pregnancy.

The new measure, which is identical to the
earlier law that passed in 2018 but was
blocked by the courts from ever taking effect,
prohibits almost all abortions once cardiac ac-
tivity can be detected, which is usually
around six weeks of pregnancy. The measure
includes exceptions for rape, incest and to

save the life of the mother.

In aJuly 13 statement, lowa’s four Catholic
bishops commended lawmakers for passing
the abortion bill. “For us, this is a matter of
personal rights and dignity and the common

good,” they said.

The bishops urged all lowans of goodwill
towork to end abortion and “to join us in tire-
less, unremitting and compassionate solidar-
ity with pregnant women in distress, with the
men who fathered these children, and with

families in need.”

In recent months, more and more West Virginia families have struggled to af-
ford day-to-day living expenses.

“It’s just hard. We're barely getting by right now,” said Makayla Moore.

While both Makayla and her husband are employed full-time, they are strug-
gling to provide for their family of five on their fixed income.

“We had to really cut back on groceries,” said Makayla. “[Food] is so expensive.
We can’t afford food, rent... all our bills.”

The end of temporary pandemic Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program
(SNAP) funds coupled with inflation has many individuals and families facing a
“hunger cliff.”

“When people are really struggling, we must increase our commitment to food
security,” said Mark Phillips, CCWVa president and chief executive officer. “By
working hard to ensure that West Virginians have access to nutritious food, we can
improve the mental, emotional, and physical well-being of our communities.”

Catholic Charities West Virginia’s (CCWVa) food and nutrition programs are
helping families experiencing food insecurity. Built on the foundation of feeding
the hungry, CCWVa operates eight food pantries, five mobile food pantries, one
on-site meal program and one meal delivery program. Additionally, the agency’s
SNAP Outreach Program and Child Care Food Program help families stretch their
budgets further. “Like a neighborhood picnic or a family cookout, a food pantry
serves as a place of community and support,” said Phillips. “When a family comes
to pickup a food box, we can develop a relationship with them and help to provide
resources to support their needs and goals.”

During food pantry visits, CCWVa staff take the opportunity to get to know
clients and the challenges bringing them to the food pantry, and staff can then pro-
vide additional support and resources.

“Everything here [Catholic Charities]... it’s a blessing,” said Makayla.

Sister Mary Rebecca ‘Barbara’ Fidler, RMS, Ph.D.

Sister Mary Rebecca “Barbara” Fidler,
RMS, Ph.D., 91, of West Milford, W.Va., was
called home to be with the Lord in the early
morning Tuesday, July 11, 2023, at Maple-
wood Health Care, with family surround-
ing her.

She was born in Salem, W.Va., on Janu-
ary 2, 1932, the daughter of the late Kester
and Marcella Robey Fidler.

She is survived by her brother, Joseph
Fidler and his wife Nancy of Buffalo Lake;
sister, Rebecca Barnette of Buffalo Lake;
several nieces and nephews; as well as her
fur babies, cats Gabbey and Straley.

In addition to her parents she was pre-
ceded in death by her brother, John Fidler
and brother-in-law, Coach Gary Barnette.

Sister Barbara vowed and dedicated her
life to God and was a member of the reli-
gious vocation of the Sisters of Mercy.

She had numerous achievements that
exemplified her dedication to helping
others and making the world a better place.

Sister of Mercy Mary Rebecca Fidler was
the founder of the Susan Dew Hoff Memo-
rial Clinic in West Milford and received her
Bachelor of Science in medical technology
and biology from Salem College in 1954
and her certification as a medical technol-
ogist from St. Mary Hospital School of
Technology in 1956.

She then worked at the University of
Michigan Hospital and St. Joseph Mercy
Hospital in Ann Arbor, Mich. It was at St.
Joseph’s that she came into contact with
the Sisters of Mercy and discerned a reli-
gious vocation. She entered the Sisters of
Mercy of Cedar Rapids, Iowa, Sept. 11,
1960, and made her temporary profession
June 21, 1963, following the completion of
her novitiate. She made her final profes-
sion June 21, 1966. Sister Fidler returned to
her apostolate in the medical profession,
assigned as an instructor in basic sciences
at Mercy Hospital Nursing School in Cedar
Rapids from 1964-1968. From there, she
pursued, simultaneously, her degree as a
medical doctor and her Ph.D. in human
anatomy, both degrees being bestowed
upon her by the University of lowa College
of Medicine in lowa City, Iowa, in 1971.
She then taught anatomy, physiology, and
nursing first in Dubuque, lowa, and then,
returning to her native state, at Salem Uni-
versity in 1978.

Sister Fidler developed a passion for re-
search especially in the areas of cancer, der-
matology and cranio-facial anatomy re-
lated to orthodontics. She published exten-
sively in these areas in peer-reviewed jour-
nals and garnered awards and peer recog-
nition for her work. In the early 1990s, she
became a consultant and volunteer re-
search technologist for the Cancer Bio-
logics of America Laboratories and director
of the Cancer Center at Holy Cross Hospi-
tal in Fort Lauderdale, Fla., and in 1992 be-
came Senior technologist of hematology at
Roche Biomedical Laboratories in Fair-
mont. In 1995, she moved to West Milford,
where she recognized that while basic med-
ical care was available, dental care was not.
After conducting a study of the matter and
listening to residents, Sister Fidler founded
the Susan Dew Hoff Memorial Clinic,

which has a focus on dentistry. The clinic
provides medical assessments, does basic
laboratory testing, offers dental care, and
provides transportation to doctors’ offices.

Sister Fidler was the recipient of the
2010 Papal Honor Pro Ecclesia Et Pontifice
Cross, awarded by Pope Benedict; 2003
Mountaineer Spirit Award presented by the
General Federated Women'’s Club of WV;
2003 Unsung Hero Award presented by the
West Virginia Woman’s Commission; 2002
Distinguished WV Award presented by
Governor Bob Wise; 2002 WV Honorary
Italian Woman of the Year; 2002 Distin-

El Papa nombra 21 cardenales, entre ellos el arzobispo de

origen estadounidense Prevost

CIUDAD DEL VATICANO (CNS) — El Papa
Francisco nombr6 a 21 nuevos cardenales, entre ellos
el arzobispo estadounidense Robert E. Prevost, que
asumio la direccion del Dicasterio para los Obispos en
abril, y el arzobispo francés Christophe Pierre, nuncio
apostolico en Estados Unidos.

El Papa anunci6 los nombres tras el rezo del Ange-
lus con los fieles en la Plaza de San Pedro el 9 de julio,
y dijo que los nombraria formalmente en un consis-
torio especial en el Vaticano el 30 de septiembre.

El cardenal designado Prevost expreso su sorpresa
y alegria al conocer el anuncio, segtin declar6 en una
entrevista concedida a Vatican News el 10 de julio.

"Ciertamente me senti feliz por el reconocimiento
de la mision que se me ha confiado -- que es algo muy
hermoso -- y al mismo tiempo pensé con reverencia y
santo temor: espero poder responder a lo que el Papa
me pide. Es una responsabilidad enorme, como
cuando me llamé a Roma como prefecto", dijo en ital-
iano.

"Lo veo como la continuacion de una misiéon que
el Papa ha decidido encomendarme", afiadio.

Hablando en inglés, el cardenal designado Prevost
dijo que no es una coincidencia que el Papa Francisco
programara el consistorio antes del inicio de la prim-
era asamblea general del sinodo sobre la sinodalidad,
diciendo que esta firmemente convencido de que
"todos nosotros estamos llamados a caminar juntos".

Los nuevos cardenales representan a mas de una
docena de paises de los cinco continentes. Tres de los
nuevos cardenales son funcionarios actuales del Vati-
cano, tres son nuncios apostolicos actuales o jubila-
dos, 13 son jefes actuales o jubilados de arquidiocesis
de todo el mundo, uno es rector mayor de los Sale-
sianos y otro es un confesor de 96 afios de Buenos
Aires. Seis pertenecen a 6rdenes religiosas; dos de ellos
son jesuitas.

Siguiendo una costumbre papal, entre los nuevos
cardenales habia tres eclesidsticos -- dos arzobispos y
un sacerdote franciscano capuchino -- mayores de 80
afios, a los que el Papa Francisco dijo que queria hon-
rar porque eran particularmente merecedores por "su
servicio a la Iglesia." Al tener mas de 80 afios, no son
elegibles para votar en un conclave.

Después de que los nuevos cardenales sean insta-
lados a finales de septiembre, habra 137 votantes po-
tencialesy se espera que el total de miembros del Cole-
gio Cardenalicio sea de 243.

El nombramiento del cardenal designado Prevost
eleva a 18 el nimero de cardenales estadounidenses;
tras el consistorio, el contingente estadounidense
contara con 11 posibles electores papales.

La ceremonia de septiembre marcard lanovena vez

que el Papa Francisco crea cardenales desde su eleccion
al papado en marzo de 2013. Tras la ceremonia del 30
de septiembre, habra creado un total de 131 nuevos
cardenales en ese Colegio Cardenalicio, 1o que supon-
dria alrededor del 54% del total del colegio y el 72%
de los potenciales electores.

Con la incorporacion de seis nuevos cardenales
menores de 60 anos, la edad media de los cardenales
electores se reducira un afo, pasando de los 72 afios
y 8 meses a 71 aflos y 6 meses. El cardenal designado
Alves Aguiar, de Lisboa, de 49 afios, serd solo seis meses
mayor que el elector mas joven, el cardenal Giorgio
Marengo, de Ulan Bator, Mongolia, de 49 afios.

El cardenal designado Prevost, de 67 afios, nacio en
Chicago y fue obispo de Chiclayo, Perd, durante mas
de ocho afios antes de ser nombrado para dirigir el or-
ganismo vaticano encargado de recomendar al Papa
candidatos para ocupar el cargo de obispo en muchas
de las di6cesis de rito latino del mundo. Las recomen-
daciones del dicasterio suelen ser aprobadas por el
Papa. El arzobispo Prevost es miembro del dicasterio
desde noviembre de 2020.

También supervisa la Comision Pontificia para
Ameérica Latina, creada en 1958 por el Papa Pio XII
paraestudiarla Iglesia en América Latina, dondereside
casi el 40% de los catdlicos del mundo.

El cardenal designado es licenciado por la Univer-
sidad de Villanova, Pensilvania, y la Union Teologica
Catolica de Chicago, y doctor por la Universidad Pon-
tificia Santo Tomas de Aquino de Roma. Fraile agus-
tino, se unio a la mision agustiniana en Peri en 1985
y trabajo en el pais hasta 1999, cuando fue elegido jefe
de la provincia agustiniana de Chicago. De 2001 a
2013 fue prior general de la orden en todo el mundo.

En 2014, el Papa Francisco lo nombr6 obispo de
Chiclayo, en el norte de Perq, y el Papa le pidi6 tam-
bién que fuera administrador apostoélico de Callao,
Perq, de abril de 2020 a mayo de 2021. A continua-
cion, el Papa lo nombr6 sucesor del cardenal cana-
diense Marc Ouellet, que se jubila, como prefecto del
Dicasterio para los Obispos a principios de 2023.

El cardenal designado Pierre, de 77 afios, naci6 en
Rennes, Francia. Ordenado sacerdote en 1970, fue
nuncio apostolico en Haiti, Uganda y México hasta
que el Papa Francisco le nombr6 nuncio en Estados
Unidos en 2016.

El arzobispo Timothy P. Broglio de los Servicios
Militares, Estados Unidos, y presidente de la Confer-
encia de Obispos Catolicos de Estados Unidos ofrecid
sus felicitaciones y oraciones a los nuevos cardenales
en nombre de los obispos de Estados Unidos el 9 de
julio. "Por favor, tinanse a mi en la oracion por el car-
denal designado Prevosty el cardenal designado Pierre
mientras contintan sus vidas de servicio a la Iglesia

universal", dijo el arzobispo Broglio. "Para la Iglesia en
los Estados Unidos, su ministerio ha sido una verdad-
era bendicion. Nuestra conferencia episcopal se alegra
de este signo de reconocimiento a estos distinguidos
eclesiasticos". Antes de leer los 21 nombres, el Papa
Francisco dijo a las aproximadamente 15.000 per-
sonas en la Plaza de San Pedro que la diversidad de los
nuevos cardenales "expresa la universalidad de la Igle-
sia, que sigue proclamando el amor misericordioso de
Dios a todos los pueblos de la Tierra".

El orden en que se anuncian los cardenales deter-
mina su antigiiedad en el Colegio Cardenalicio, lo que
tiene poco efecto practico salvo en las procesiones li-
targicas.
