‘Fraternity, Tears, Smiles’:
Pope Shares Hopes for the
Future

VATICAN CITY (CNS) —In interviews
focused on the 10th anniversary of his
election, Pope Francis insisted it is not his
task to make an accounting of what he has
or has not accomplished since March 13,
2013.

“The Lord will do the appraisal when he
sees fit,” the pope told the Italian news-
paper Il Fatto Quotidiano.

However, he said he was certain the crit-
eria for judgment would be from Matthew
25: feeding the hungry, welcoming the
stranger, clothing the naked, caring for the
sick and visiting prisoners.

But he did have three words for what he
hopes for the future: “Fraternity, tears,
smiles.”

As Pope Francis marked his anniversary
celebrating Mass with cardinals in the
chapel of his residence, Vatican News re-
leased a short “popecast” that included the
pope’s three-word response to a question
about his dreams for the church, the world
and humanity.

“We are all brothers and sisters,” he ex-
plained, and more efforts must be made to
live like it.

“And to learn not to be afraid to weep
and to smile,” he said. “When a person
knows how to cry and how to smile, he or
she has their feet on the ground and their
gaze on the horizon of the future.”

“If a person has forgotten how to cry,
something is wrong,” Pope Francis said.
“And if that person has forgotten how to
smile, it’s even worse.”

The 86-year-old pope also asked the Vat-
ican News interviewer, “What’s a pod-
cast?”

Biden Issues Executive Order on Guns, Calls

on Congress to Reduce Gun Violence

WASHINGTON (OSV News) — President
Joe Biden announced March 14 he would sign an
executive order aiming to increase the number of
background checks on prospective gun buyers,
as well as measures to promote red flag laws and
the secure storage of firearms. The executive
order, released the same day by the White House,
does not change existing laws, but rather directs
federal agencies to ensure compliance with those
laws.

The White House argued that ensuring all
lawful background checks take place on prospec-
tive buyers will bring the nation as close to
universal background checks as possible without
the passage of new legislation. Biden has called

for universal background checks, but such
proposals face unlikely odds in a divided Con-
gress, where Republicans hold a narrow
House majority. In June, Biden signed the Bipar-
tisan Safer Communities Act, a narrow, biparti-
san gun bill into law that expanded the back-
ground check system for prospective gun buyers
under 21 years old, banned domestic abusers
from purchasing firearms regardless of their mar-
ital status, and invested in mental health re-
sources.

The law was praised by the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops, which encouraged Congress
“to continue working to confront the plague of
gun violence in our nation.”

U.S. Extends Stay for Thousands of Ukrainians
as War Enters Second Year

News) — Thousands of Uk-
rainians who fled their nation
in the first days of Russia’s full-
scale invasion can now apply to
extend their stay in the U.S. by
one year.

On March 13, the U.S. De-
partment of Homeland Secu-
rity (DHS) announced it
would begin considering ex-
tensions, on a case-by-case
basis, for Ukrainian nationals
and immediate family
members who entered the U.S.

ment’s Uniting for Ukraine
program, which grants a two-
year stay. The move aligns both
groups of Ukrainian refugees in
the U.S., who continue to face
challenges due to family sep-
aration, trauma, lack of em-
ployment and language bar-
riers while remaining grateful
for U.S. aid.

Metropolitan Archbishop
Borys Gudziak of Philadelphia,
head of the Ukrainian Catholic
Church in the U.S., welcomed

“Most refugees do indeed
want to return to Ukraine.
They love their country,
their people, their culture,” he
told OSV News. “(But) some
people don’t have anything
to go back to. Their towns
and their cities have been
destroyed. Others have chil-
dren already traumatized by
the brutality of the war, and
they want to wait it out until
the victory of God’s truth (in
UKkraine).”

granted in connection with his anniversary,
several topics kept coming up: the war in Uk-
raine and wars around the world, women in the
church, outreach to LGBTQ Catholics, handling
criticism and even whether he thinks about
death.

He does, he told the Argentinean website Per-
til. He said he thinks about death often and
“very peacefully” because “it is necessary to re-
member” that no one lives forever.

The Argentinean newspaper La Nacion asked
Pope Francis about the importance of the
Synod of Bishops on synodality, a process the
pope launched in October 2021 and that will
culminate with synodal assemblies in 2023 and
2024.

In the context of explaining how he has tried
to revitalize the synods, which were reinstated
by St. Paul VI after the Second Vatican Council,
the pope told La Nacion that including more
voices is an ongoing process.

During the 2019 Synod of Bishops for the
Amazon, he said, “the question was asked: Why
can’t women vote? Are they second-class Chris-
tians?”

The Vatican’s answer always had been that
while the input of many was essential to a
synod, it was the role of bishops to discern and
vote. However, 10 priests — and occasionally a
religious brother — traditionally were elected
by the men’s Union of Superiors General of re-
ligious orders as full voting members of the
synod alongside bishops.

In February 2021, Pope Francis named Xa-
viere Missionary Sister Nathalie Becquart one of
the undersecretaries of the synod general secre-
tariat, a post that would make her an automatic
voting member of the assembly.

So, La Nacion asked the pope if only one
woman would have a vote at the next synod as-
sembly.

“Everyone who participates in the synod will
vote. Those who are guests or observers will not
vote,” he said, but whoever participates in a
synod as a member “has the right to vote.
Whether male or female. Everyone, everyone.
That word everyone for me is key.”

On the question of LGBTQ Catholics, Pope
Francis insisted to the Perfil interviewer
that “everyone is a child of God and each one
seeks and finds God by whatever path he or she
can.”

Kelly, as head of the Knights of
Columbus, congratulated Pope Francis on his 10th anniversary as spiritual leader of the Catholic Church March
13, 2023, and invited Catholics to participate in a novena to St. Joseph for the pontiff. March 12 to March 20,
when the feast of St. Joseph is observed in 2023 because with the March 19 solemnity will fall on Sunday.

While the pope insisted matrimony can only
be between one man and one woman, he also re-
peated his support for the legal rights guaran-
teed by civil unions for gay couples and others
who share a life. And he said, as he told the As-
sociated Press in January, homosexuality should
not be criminalized.

As for Catholic teaching that homosexual
acts are sinful, like any sexual activity outside of
marriage, Pope Francis said he did not think
those sins would send a person to hell.

“God only sets aside the proud, the rest of us
sinners are all in line,” he said, and God always
is reaching out to save sinners who seek his
help.

In the interviews with both La Nacion and
Perfil, Pope Francis insisted there is a difference
between a pastoral outreach to LGBTQ Catho-
lics and accepting “gender ideology,” which, he

said, “is one of the most dangerous ideological
colonizations.”

“Why is it dangerous? Because it dilutes dif-
ferences, and the richness of men and women
and of all humanity is the tension of differ-
ences. [tis to grow through the tension of differ-
ences,” the pope said.

A gender theory that sees being male or fe-
male as a social construct or choice rather than
a fact related to biological identity “is diluting
the differences and making the world the same,
all blunt, all equal,” the pope said. “And that
goes against the human vocation.”

In each of the interviews, he spoke of the
horror of war and his concern for the continued
fighting in Ukraine.

Asked by Vatican News what he would want
as a gift for his 10th anniversary, Pope Francis
responded: “Peace. We need peace.”

5) anarticle from Catholic Ex-
change: “Supporting Local
Farmers: Catholic Social Teaching
in Action”;

6) the why’s and how’s of eat-
ing sustainably;

7) Invitation to Winter Blues
Farmers’ Market and Café Appala-
chialunch, which was held Feb. 23.

The Creation Care Team hosted
a number of Blessed Sacrament pa-
rishioners for lunch at the local res-
taurant, Café Appalachia, which is
a social enterprise that offers farm-

The team that con-
structed the lift included
both knights and other
volunteers. Some of them
had construction and
mechanical skills, but all
were committed to the
project.

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German Synodal Assembly Allows Women to Preach at Mass,
Clears the Way for Church Blessing of Same-Sex Couples

FRANKFURT, Germany
(OSV News) — The final as-
sembly of the German Synodal
Way took place in Frankfurt
March 9-11, where 230
bishops and lay representa-
tives discussed issues such as
blessings for homosexual cou-
ples, the ordination of women,
a relaxation of mandatory cel-
ibacy and greater church in-
volvement for lay people.

The agenda, with 10 resolu-
tion texts, reflected the will of
the local church to “arrive at
visible changes,” the president
of the German Bishops’ Con-
terence, Bishop Georg Bitzing,
said in Frankfurt March 9.
“This church deserves that we
donotleaveitasitis,” the Ger-
man news agency KNA re-
ported him saying.

The president of the Cen-
tral Committee of German
Catholics, Irme Stetter-Karp,
said that looking back on the
process so far, “there were
phases of disappointment, of
anger and of despair, but also
phases of euphoria and of suc-
cessful cooperation. Now we
have to prove that we were
worthy of the trust so many
people placed in us.”

On March 10, KNA re-
ported, the assembly decided
that in the near future, there
will be blessing ceremonies for
same-sex couples in the Cath-
olic Church in Germany. It
also said people who have di-
vorced and then remarried in a
civil partnership also should be
able to have their relationships
blessed in the Catholic
Church.

Following a controversial
debate, KNA wrote, the Syn-
odal Path reform project
adopted a corresponding text
in Frankfurt on March 10, with
a majority of over 90%. The
paper recommends develop-
ing and introducing appropri-
ate liturgical celebrations and
ceremonies.

Of the 58 bishops who
voted, 38 voted in favor, nine
voted against and 11 ab-
stained. Since abstentions in
the vote on the Synodal Path
are counted as votes not cast,
the result was counted as a ma-
jority of just under 81% in
favor. Twenty votes against
would have been enough tore-
ject the text, since according to
the statutes, the bishops must
approve decisions with a two-
thirds majority.

Manuals for blessing cere-
monies for different types of
couples willnow be developed.
Pastors will not be forced to
perform such blessings. The

paper, titled “Blessing Celebra-
tions for Couples who Love
Each Other,” emphasizesthata
refusal to bless the relationship
of two people “who want to
live their partnership in love,
commitment and responsibil-
ity to each other and to God”
shows a lack of compassion.

One of the first decisions on
March 10, reported by KNA
from the synodal assembly,
was one allowing women to
preach at Mass. After what
KNA reported has been a “long
struggle,” a paper to this effect
was adopted by the Synodal
Assembly in Frankfurt on the
morning of March 10, with a
majority of about 90%.

The paper calls for a general
permission that would allow
qualified and commissioned
women and men to preach at
Masses in Germany. Up to
now, only ordained clergy
have been allowed to do so,
KNA wrote.

The text originally con-
tained demands that were
even more far-reaching. Ac-
cordingto KN4, itincluded the
possibility of non-ordained
persons being able to baptize
and assist at church weddings,
but also the proposal to ex-
amine “lay confession” and
the participation of laypeople
in the anointing of the sick.
Whether or not non-priests
can be involved in the leader-
ship of parishes also should be
looked at, it said.

KNA reported that, at the
request of Auxiliary Bishop
Matthaeus Karrer of Stuttgart,
these questions will now be
discussed in a further consulta-
tion process in which religious
orders and lay associations also
will participate.

In the course of a “lively de-
bate,” KNA reported, bishops
expressed different views on
the question of what role lay-
people should have in admin-
istering sacraments. While
some, such as Bishop Michael
Gerber of Fulda, advocated
new roles for laypeople, others,
such as Auxiliary Bishop Ans-
gar Puff of Cologne, expressed
concern that this would estab-
lish a kind of “sacraments in a
light version.”

Bishop Bertram Meier of
Augsburg said he did not want
clerics to be pushed aside “in
order to then actually ask the
question: ‘Why do we still
need ordained people?’” Ka-
tharina Ganz, a Franciscan
sister, replied that it was not
clerics who were being pushed
aside, but women who were re-
peatedly  excluded from
church life. The question of

opening up the priesthood to
women in the church isnot ex-
plicitly addressed in the text,
KNA reported.

Another issue for the Ger-
man Synodal Way was the Vat-
ican’s concern against the es-
tablishment of a permanent
“Synodal Council” in Ger-
many, but for Bishop Peter
Kohlgraf of Mainz, this does
not represent an insurmount-
able obstacle, KNA reported.

At a Synodal Path press
conference March 10 in Frank-
turt, Bishop Kohlgraf said that
the project was not about the
concept of the Synodal Coun-
cil, but about the principle of
“strengthening synodality in a
permanent way.”

He argued that the project
does not weaken the bishops’
authority when bishops in-
volve laypeople in deliberative
and decision-making pro-
cesses, underlining that lay-
people are already involved in
church deliberations and deci-
sions. The meeting comes
amid mounting tension after
the Vatican recently restricted
the scope for change. It is un-
certain whether the Synodal
Path will have the necessary
two-thirds majority of bishops
present to pass far-reaching
decisions seen as more and

more liberal by observers.

The Synodal Path had suf-
fered “losses,” Stetter-Karp
said, as reported by KNA,
pointing out that individual
delegates had resigned their
mandates in the reform proj-
ect. “Obviously, the will to in-
tegrate and the ability to inte-
grate have limits,” she said.

Overall, she hoped for a
successful outcome, but said,
“We also need confidence in
ourselves that we are able to
change things together.” For
this to happen, there also must
be a will to compromise, she
added. During the bishops’
springtime assembly in Dres-
den, Feb. 27-March 2, Bishop
BVS§tzing said that a majority of
bishops were sticking to the
Synodal Way, despite opposi-
tion from Rome. The aim, he
said, was to involve church
people more in decision-mak-
ing. A minority of the bishops,
however, is skeptical of the
proposed reforms.

The Vatican recently
further restricted the scope for
internal church reforms in
Germany: The planned estab-
lishment of a joint governing
body of laypeople and clergy is
not permissible, according to a
letter by Vatican officials that
was published Jan. 23. Such a

Synodal Council would limit
the authority of each individ-
ual bishop, as reported by
KNA.

“We must and we want to
remain in dialogue with Rome,
thatis the express wish that has
come out of the German
Bishops’ Conference,” Bishop
Batzing said March 2. The
broad majority of the bishops,
he said, stood behind the Syn-
odal Path’s reform proposals
and wanted lasting changes.

On March 10, the delegates
of the Synodal Way in Frank-
furt heard a final address from
the leader of the Taizé ecu-
menical brotherhood, Brother
Alois, KNA wrote.

At the end of September,
the prior of Taize will lead an
evening of prayer with repre-
sentatives of various churches
in St. Peter’s Square in Rome to
mark the beginning of the next
phase of the Catholic Church’s
world Synod of Bishops.

The German Bishops’ Con-
ference and the Central Com-
mittee of German Catholics
launched the Synodal Path in
2019, in part to help restore
lost trust in the church in the
wake of the abuse scandal. In
three years, a sixth Synodal As-
sembly is to evaluate what the
initiative has achieved.

Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston
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Gathering to Sing, Pray for Death-Row Inmate
before Execution Called Spiritual Work of Mercy

RAIFORD, Fla. (OSV News)
— At 5:45 p.m. Feb. 23, 15 minutes
prior to the time Donald David
Dillbeck would die via lethal injec-
tion at Florida State Prison, a crowd
began to sing.

“When the way grows drear,
Precious Lord, linger near. When
my life is almost gone,” they sang.
“Take my hand, precious Lord, lead
me home.”

Among those in the crowd,
nearly 60 were parishioners of Our
Lady of Lourdes Parish in Daytona
Beach. The crowd included veteran
opponents of the death penalty
who have been to Raiford before,
young middle school students
from Lourdes Academy there for
the first time and those who lost
relatives at the hands of violent
criminals.

Father Phil Egitto, Our Lady of
Lourdes pastor, led his contingent
in this spiritual work of mercy —
praying for the dead, dying and
those afflicted by acts of violence,
especially the victims of criminals.
This is a sad pilgrimage he has
made for decades.

The group hoped that through
their singing and praying outside
the prison walls, Dillbeck, 59,
would understand he was cher-
ished, even as the state of Florida
administered a lethal injection
into his veins.

Dillbeck was sentenced to death
March 15, 1991, after being con-
victed of killing a woman in a Tal-
lahassee mall parking lot in 1990
after escaping from prison, where
he was serving a life sentence for
killing a sheriff’s deputy in 1979.

“We have gathered here tonight
in prayerful response to acts of ha-
tred and violence in our society.
We gather not just as a Christian
group, but in union with many
groups throughout the state and
country who are also holding
prayer vigils on this day and time.
We are all gathered in the name of
God, who is love, here with us,”
Father Egitto prayed. “We strive to
be instruments of healing and love
... instruments of true justice. Let
us respond in prayer and in deed.”

In the prayers of the faithful, he
asked for intercessions for Dill-
beck’s victims and all those of
other crimes — that the Lord might
provide healing for their wounds.

“Our church is very much pro-
life,” he continued. “Very often
people don’t focus on all life. I
think it’s really important to pro-
vide the balance — that people
need to understand that all life is
sacred from conception to natural

death.” He noted many Catholics
understand that abortion is wrong,
but some “think it’s OK to kill
people for killing people. And it's
not OK.”

The Catechism of the Catholic
Church states, “The death penalty
is inadmissible because it is an at-
tack on the inviolability and dig-
nity of the person.” (2267)

Among the death penalty oppo-
nents was 13-year-old Nashalie, an
eighth grader at Lourdes Academy.
She said her faith brought her
there.

“I'm here standing up for what
I believe in, even if it’s just in this
little way with my family, friends
and teachers around me. In
another way, it’s kind of frighten-
ing. It’s kind of nerve-racking,” she
told the Florida Catholic Orlando,
the diocesan news outlet. “Killing
is killing. I carry that with me no
matter what happens.”

Since 1973, 30 death-row in-
mates in Florida have been exoner-
ated, more than in any other state.

One exoneree, Herman Lindsey,
spent three years on death row be-
fore a unanimous jury declared
there was never enough evidence
to convict him, let alone put him
to death. Released in 2009, Lindsey
speaks annually to Our Lady of
Lourdes students.

“He may not realize it, but he’s
made a difference,” said religion
teacher Nancy Sturm. Her grand-
son and others who heard Lindsey
speak years ago are still passionate
opponents of capital punishment.

“The youth is our future,” said
Lindsey. “That is why I find it im-
portant to speak out.”

Another death penalty oppo-
nent at the prison was Karen De-
lisle, whose sister, Patty Ann, was
murdered. “A day like this just
makes you think — No. 6 — ‘Thou
shalt not kill,”” she said of the
Sixth Commandment.

“So, we’re going to kill some-
body because they killed some-
body. Where is the wisdom in that?
And for the families of the murder
victim, this is all just reigniting
their trauma,” she said, recalling
her experience in a courtroom 41
years ago when facing a final ver-
dict on her sister’s case. “We need
to be life-giving, not life-taking.”

Those singing and praying out-
side the prison were invited to ring
a large bell brought to the event as
a symbol of solidarity in opposing
the death penalty. When it is rung,
witnesses have testified they can
hear the sound within the death
chamber. Delisle took her turn and
rang the bell hard.

After Dillbeck was pronounced
dead at 6:13 p.m. the group grew si-
lent. Many stared at the exit where
witnesses to the execution came
out to board vans and return to the
parking lot. Among those with
eyes glued to the exit was Father
Fred Ruse, a retired Orlando dioce-
san priest. He is shocked by the
speed of the process — 11 minutes.

“What does that say about us?
We have perfected death,” he
noted.

Father Ruse spent five years vis-
iting “Ricky” Sanchez-Velasco on
death row and accompanied him
to his death in 2002, singing
hymns and praising God for his
great love and mercy in his cell.
Then in the death chamber, he
said, “the two of us fixed our sight
on each other during that mo-
ment, not to be distracted from
what is and always will be of the
kingdom of God.”

“Every time I arrive at (Florida
State Prison) for an execution,  am
transported back to my time with
Ricky,” he told a friend days later.
“It is uncomfortable, but also very
rich. That was a gift to serve that
way and come to know him and

witness who he was and what was
going on deep within him.”

In an email to the Florida Cath-
olic, he shared his feelings at the
time of Dillbeck’s death. “Sad. In-
furiating. More of the same. The
story of our broken and self-prefer-
ential/self-serving way of operat-
ing. Shallow. Serious injustice. An
outcry to God,” he said.

“We throw no one away ..., be-
cause of the one to whom we all be-
long — who looks upon us all with
equal love and care — our God,”
the priestadded. “And in that gaze,
there is both the truth and the
mystery that we just don’t know
the entire story, which is our heal-
ing and our hope. We can’t. And in
that, there is the measurement of
our authenticity and honesty in
being a community.”

On Feb. 22, there were 300
people listed on death row in Floz-
ida, including 297 men and three
women. At 6:13 p.m. Feb. 23, that
number was reduced to 299.

iors and seniors.

The contest, titled “Witnesses to Freedom,” requires participants
to “share the story of a witness to freedom.”

“Participants should choose one person or group, such as an or-
ganization or community, who is important in the story of religious
freedom,” according to the contest rules, posted at the USCCB'’s
website (usccb.org/religious-liberty-essay-contest-rules).

Essays are due March 24. Winners will be announced in May. The
first-place essay will be published by Our Sunday Visitor, the news-
paper of OSV (the parent company of the OSV News wire service),
and the author will be awarded a $2,000 scholarship.

Second place will receive a $1,000 scholarship, and third place
will receive a $500 scholarship.

The USCCB’s general information about the contest (found at
usccb.org/religious-liberty-essay) urges contestants to consider
these questions: “Was there a key moment in the person’s life that
bears witness to freedom? Or was it the life as a whole? Did the per-
son articulate important concepts for religious freedom, and if so,
what arguments did she or he make? Why is this person a witness
to religious freedom? What lessons can we learn from this person’s
witness?”

“Religious freedom is a fundamental right,” the USCCB said. “But
the truth of religious freedom has needed, and continues to need,
witnesses. Philosophers and statesmen have articulated key princi-
ples and ideas. Advocates have stood up for the freedom of others.
Saints have suffered persecution and even martyrdom. These wit-
nesses to freedom show us what it means to promote religious free-
dom and what it means to be truly free.”

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‘Fraternidad, lagrimas, sonrisas’: El Papa comparte

esperanzas para el futuro

CIUDAD DEL VATI-
CANO (CNS) — En entrevis-
tas centradas en el décimo
aniversario de su eleccion, el
Papa Francisco insistio en que
no es su tarea hacer un re-
cuento de lo que ha logrado o
no desde el 13 de marzo de
2013.

"El Sefior hara la evalua-
ciéon cuando lo considere
oportuno", dijo el Papa al
periodico italiano Il Fatto
Quotidiano.

Sin embargo, dijo estar se-
gurode quelos criterios de jui-
cio seran los de Mateo 25: dar
de comer al hambriento,
acoger al forastero, vestir al
desnudo, cuidar a los enfer-
mos y visitar a los presos.

Pero tenia tres palabras
para lo que espera del futuro:
"Fraternidad, lagrimas, sonri-
sas".

Mientras el Papa Francisco
conmemoraba su aniversario
celebrando Misa con carde-
nales en la capilla de su res-
idencia, Vatican News pub-
licé un breve "popecast" que
incluia la respuesta de tres pa-
labras del Papa a una pregunta
sobre sus suefios para la Igle-
sia, el mundo y la human-
idad.

"Todos somos hermanos y
hermanas", explico, y hay que
esforzarse mas por vivir como
tales.

"Y aprender a no tener
miedo a llorar y a sonreir",
dijo. "Cuando una persona
sabe llorar y sabe sonreir, tiene
los pies en la tierra y la mirada
en el horizonte del futuro".

"Si una persona ha olvi-
dado como llorar, algo va
mal", dijo el Papa Francisco.
"Y si esa persona ha olvidado
cOmo sonreir, es ain peor".

El Papa, de 86 afios, tam-
bién pregunto al entrevista-
dor de Vatican News: ";Qué es
un podcast?".

En el pufiado de entrevis-
tas que el Papa Francisco
concedié con motivo de su
aniversario, varios temas sa-
lieron a relucir: la guerra en
Ucrania y las guerras en todo
el mundo, las mujeres en la
Iglesia, el acercamiento a los
catodlicos LGBTQ, el manejo
de las criticas e incluso si
piensa en la muerte.

Si piensa en la muerte,
segtin declaro al sitio web ar-
gentino Perfil. Dijo que
piensa en la muerte a menudo
y '"muy tranquilamente"
porque "es necesario recordar”
que nadie vive para siempre.

El diario argentino La Na-
cion pregunt6 al Papa Fran-
cisco sobre la importancia del
Sinodo de los Obispos sobre la
sinodalidad, un proceso que
el Papa lanz6 en octubre de
2021 y que culminard con
asambleas sinodales en 2023
y 2024.

En el contexto de explicar
c6mo ha intentado revitalizar
los sinodos, que fueron rein-
staurados por San Pablo VI
tras el Concilio Vaticano II, el
Papa dijo a La Nacion que in-
cluir mas voces es un proceso
continuo.

Durante el Sinodo de los
Obispos de 2019 para la Ama-
zonia, dijo, "se hizo la pre-
gunta: ;Por qué las mujeres
no pueden votar? ;Son cristi-
anas de segunda clase?".

La respuesta del Vaticano
siempre habia sido que, si
bien la aportacion de muchos
era esencial para un sinodo,
correspondia a los obispos
discernir y votar. Sin em-
bargo, 10 sacerdotes —y oca-
sionalmente un hermano reli-
gioso — eran elegidos tradi-
cionalmente por la Union de
Superiores Generales de las Or-
denes religiosas masculinas
como miembros con pleno
derecho a voto en el sinodo,
junto a los obispos.

En febrero de 2021, el Papa
Francisco nombr6 a la Her-
mana Nathalie Becquart,
quien es una misionera de Xa-
viere, una de las subsecretar-
ias de la secretaria general del
sinodo, cargo que la convert-
irla automaticamente en
miembro votante de la asam-
blea. Por ello, La Nacion pre-
gunt6 al Papa si s6lo una
mujer tendria voto en la prox-
ima asamblea sinodal.

"Todo el que sea partici-
pante del sinodo va a votar. El
que sea invitado u observador
no va a votar", dijo, pero
quien participa en un sinodo
como miembro "tiene dere-
cho al voto. Sea varén o sea
mujer. Todos, todos. Esa pala-
bra 'todos' para mi es clave".

Sobre la cuestion de los ca-
tolicos LGBTQ, el Papa Fran-
cisco insisti6 al entrevistador
de Perfil que "Todos son hijos
de Dios y cada uno busca a
Dios y lo encuentra, por el ca-
mino que puede".

Aunque el Papa insisti6 en
que el matrimonio s6lo puede
ser entre un hombre y una
mujer, también reiter6 su
apoyo a los derechos legales
garantizados por las uniones
civiles para las parejas homo-
sexuales y otras personas que
comparten una vida. Y
afirmé, como dijo a Associ-
ated Press en enero, quela ho-
mosexualidad no debe ser
criminalizada.

En cuanto a la enseflanza
catolica de que los actos ho-
mosexuales son pecamino-
sos, como cualquier actividad
sexual fuera del matrimonio,
el Papa Francisco dijo que no
creia que esos pecados envia-
ran a una persona al infierno.

"Dios solamente aparta a
los soberbios, los demés peca-
dores estamos todos en la
fila", dijo, y Dios siempre esta
tendiendo la mano para sal-

var a los pecadores que bus-
can su ayuda.

En las entrevistas tanto
con La Naciéon como con Per-
til, el Papa Francisco insistio
en que hay una diferencia
entre un acercamiento pasto-
ral a los catolicos LGBTQ y
aceptar la "ideologia de gén-
ero", que, dijo, "es una de las
colonizaciones ideologicas
mas peligrosas".

"iPor qué es peligrosa?
Porque diluye las diferencias,
y lo rico de los hombres y de
las mujeres y de toda la hu-
manidad es la tension de las
diferencias. Es crecer a través
de la tension de las diferen-
cias", dijo el Papa.

Una teoria de género que
ve el ser hombre o mujer
como una construccion social
o una eleccion en lugar de un
hecho relacionado con la
identidad biolégica "va di-
luyendo las diferencias y ha-
ciendo un mundo igual, todo
romo, todo igual", dijo el
Papa."Y eso va contra la voca-
cion humana".

En cada una de las entre-
vistas, habl6 del horror de la
guerra y de su preocupacion
por la continuacién de los
combates en Ucrania.

Al ser preguntado por
Vatican News qué querria
como regalo por su 10° aniv-
ersario, el Papa Francisco re-
spondi6: "La paz. Necesita-
mos la paz".

In recent years, an increasing number
of West Virginians have opened their
hearts and homes to parent their grand-
children, nieces or nephews.

When parents are unable to raise their
children due to addiction, incarceration,
or mental illness, it takes great courage —
and resources — to step in.

Catholic Charities West Virginia's
(CCWVa) Relatives as Parents Program
(RAPP) is a form of specialized case man-
agement providing support to these fam-
ilies. Launched as part of CCWVa’s re-
sponse to the opioid epidemic, RAPP as-
sists caregivers in addressing their social,
emotional, and educational needs.

“Currently, I have a five-year old
grandson, a three-year old granddaugh-
ter, that I'm raising as well as three foster
kids through the state of West Virginia,”
said Gail Paige, CCWVa RAPP client.

Paige said she greatly benefited from
the RAPP monthly meetings. CCWVa
provides child care and an activity for the

children while the adult caregivers gather
to support one another and learn from
various speakers.

“We’d have various topics that we'd
talkabout... orif there was a topic that we
had an interest in, she [Diana Bell,
CCWVa case management specialist]
would try to bring the resource to us.”

“Sometimes when you lose hope and
think that others aren’t watching or car-
ing, they really still are,” said Page. “I feel
blessed to be a part of the Catholic Char-
ities RAPP program.”
