Sponsored by the Serra clubs of
Wheeling, Charleston, and Clarks-
burg, the 2023 Seminarians Tour
begins in Wheeling on May 31 at
St. Michael Parish.

“There will be a Mass, followed
by a rosary in church, followed
by breakfast in the school cafete-
ria,” said Frank Carenbauer, pres-

ident of the Wheeling Serra
Club, who encouraged members
of area parishes to attend. The
Mass begins at 7:30 a.m. with
praying of the rosary to follow.
Breakfast will then be served in
the St. Michael Parish School cafe-
teria.

Joe Pangilinan, vice president of
Wheeling Serra, added: “We ask
that the people of the diocese con-
tinue to pray for our seminarians as
well as an increase in vocations to
the diocesan priesthood, religious
priesthood, and consecrated life.”

The next day, June 1, the Cath-
olic faithful of the Clarksburg area
will welcome seminarians.

“We will hold a catered picnic at
Our Lady of Perpetual Help Parish
in Stonewood,” said Deacon John
Yaquinta, the parish’s pastoral as-
sociate. “We would like the semi-
narians to introduce themselves to
us and say a few words about them-
selves.”

The picnic starts at 5:30 p.m.
with a dinner at the pavilion be-
hind the parish hall. The seminar-
ians will also lead all in a rosary for
vocations.

“We pray for these men every
day,” said Deacon Yaquinta, who
also serves as chaplain of the
Clarksburg Serra Club. “It will be
nice to meet them and put a person

with the name.”

The tour ends in Charleston on
June 2 with a get-together at 5:30
p-m. in the gathering space at the
Basilica of the Co-Cathedral of the
Sacred Heart.

“This is a chance for people to
meet the seminarians, shake their
hands, and get to know them,” said
Serra Club of Charleston President
Mark Sadd, who encouraged all to
stay at the basilica co-cathedral
after the gathering to attend the
Eucharistic Congress Taizé Prayer
Service at 7 p.m. with areception to
follow. The seminarians will also
participate in a breakout session
the next day at the Eucharistic
Congress (See story on Page 4 for
more on the seminarians’ partici-
pation at the Eucharistic Con-
gress).

The Serra Club of Charleston
has invited all Catholic families in
parishes throughout the Kanawha
and Teays valleys to welcome the
seminarians during their visit.

This last stop on the tour is a
homecoming for two of the semi-
narians, who shared that they are
eager to meet faithful in all three

cities.

“I am looking forward to meet-
ing many of the people that have
been supporting me in prayer
throughout the diocese,” said
seminarian Michael J. Tupta. “My
father’s involvement in Charles-
ton’s Serra Club has had a great ef-
fect on me as I continue in my
seminary formation.”

Tupta attended Sacred Heart
Grade School and Charleston
Catholic High School. He is the son
of Dr. Michael and Maria Tupta.
The family’s home parish is the ba-
silica co-cathedral.

Also a member of the basilica
co-cathedral is seminarian Timo-
thy Kawash, who shared, “I am
looking forward to meeting or see-
ing again many of the people that
I may one day serve. I am excited to
be in some of the different places in
the diocese.”

Kawash is also a graduate of
Sacred Heart Grade School and
Charleston Catholic High School.
He is the son of Michael and Janet
Kawash, who are also members of
the basilica co-cathedral.

The Seminarians Tour is return-

ing after a three-year hiatus be-
cause of covid. Fond memories of
past trips are held by seminarian
John Soplinski, who said the tour
gave him his first glimpse of the di-
ocese as a whole.

“It was a whirlwind of beautiful
churches, great people, fervent
prayer, and wonderful priests,” he
said. “It gave me a new perspective
on the diocese—one that has only
been enhanced in the subsequent
years. I look forward to being a part
of this tour and seeing our younger
seminarians getting that first
glimpse.”

This year’s tour will be another
special one for Soplinski as he will
be a newly ordained deacon. Less
than a week before the tour begins,
Bishop Mark Brennan will ordain
him to the diaconate at the Cathe-
dral of St. Joseph in Wheeling at 11
a.m. May 27.

For seminarian DonVito Cor-
tese, whose home parish is St.
James the Greater in Charles Town,
the tour will give him a much
broader view of the diocese he
hopes to serve one day as a priest.

The following is a special article on the
“Hail Mary” for this Month of May, the
Month of Our Lady.

he “Hail Mary” has been one of
the most well-known prayers in
the  Catholic Church’s history
and culture. Second only to the
Our Father, it might be the most recited
prayer by Catholics throughout the en-
tire world. Even our non-Catholic
brothers and sisters have incorporated it
in the culture-at-large in one form or
another, despite not knowing how to re-
cite it. Most commonly, we hear its sec-
ular employment as part of football parl-
ance as a play designed to produce a mi-
raculous result for a team whose outlook
in a game is bleak and marked by desper-
ation.

It might come as a surprise to many
Catholics, however, to learn that what we
recite today, asking for our Blessed Moth-
er’s intercession, does not go back very
tar in terms of Church history. When we
speak of the Church and her history of
2000 years, a few centuries may be con-
sidered but a few years in the lives of most
individuals.

As a prayer, the Hail Mary was not
composed by any one individual, saint or
pope and given to the faithful to recite as
part of his or her basic Catholic prayers.
Rather, the prayer has evolved into what
has come to be known as one of the most
tamiliar and comforting invocations. Its
history is fascinating and possesses cate-
chetical value in learning Mary’s role in
our salvation.

In its earliest stages, the Hail Mary was
an angelic salutation, a term to which it
is still referred today. It actually con-
sisted of two salutations, one angelic and
the other evangelic, and both were
rooted in sacred scripture. Today we

know the first part of this prayer as fol-
lows:

Hail, Mary, full of grace,
the Lord is with you.
Blessed are you among
women and blessed is the
Jruit of your womb, Jesus.

The first salutation is that of the Angel
Gabriel, who appeared to Mary, saying
“Hail, favored one, the Lord is with
you.” (Lk. 1:28) An angel who is a repre-
sentative of God, telling a human being
that she is a “favored one” was inter-
preted by the Church Fathers as another
way of saying she is full of grace. Of
course the phrase “the Lord is with you”
is a reference to what Gabriel was about
to tell her, specifically, that she would be
carrying the Christ child, the Savior of
the world.

The second salutation is delivered by
Mary’s kinswoman Elizabeth, the mother
of John the Baptist. Gabriel had told
Mary that Elizabeth was expecting, and
Mary went in haste to see her cousin,
who, when she saw Mary, excitedly pro-
claimed “Most blessed are you among
women, and blessed is the fruit of your

womb.” (Lk. 1:42)

These two salutations came together
as early as the sixth century and consti-
tuted the offertory prayer of the Mass for
the Fourth Sunday of Advent. It is be-
lieved that in the thirteenth century,
Jesus’ name was added to cap the
prayer and of course, to name with speci-
ficity the “fruit of [Mary’s] womb.” It is
also believed that this addition was due
to the preaching of St. Bernardine of
Siena a century later, who constantly pro-
moted devotion to the Holy Name of
Jesus.

For several centuries, this dual greet-
ing of homage, which is what we know
today as only the prayer’s first half, con-
stituted its entirety. The conflation of
several events pushed the evolution of
what we know today as the prayer’s sec-
ond half.

By the early sixteenth century, the
breviaries of some religious orders, in-
cluding most notably, Camaldolese
monks, began including forms of inter-
cession highlighting Mary’s role (and
the Church’s dogma) as Mother of God,
our human nature as sinners and implor-
ing her help when death is near. In fact,
one of the more common pleas was seek-
ing Mary’s help, not only in the present
moment, but also at the hour of one’s
death, since the world was in the wake of
the Black Death plague which had taken
the lives of anywhere from 75 to 200 mil-
lion people less than two centuries be-
fore.

The Protestant revolt in the sixteenth
century also played a role in pushing the
Church to add an intercessory dimension
to the prayer. Martin Luther and his like-
minded companions criticized faithful
Catholics who prayed the Hail Mary,
maintaining that absent a petition, it was
not really a prayer, but merely a greeting.
In response, those who prayed this prayer
would add a sentence or two seeking
Mary’s intercession for various and

sundry needs, including prayers for the time of
one’s death. The Council of Trent was called to re-
iterate Catholic doctrine against the Protestant re-
formers, and one of its most efficacious products
was the publishing of the Church’s first universal
catechism in 1566. The Catechism of the Council
of Trent, or shortly known as The Roman Cate-
chism, included the Hail Mary’s first part of praise
and encouraged the faithful to add a second part
of invocation for our needs. Two years later, the
Roman Breviary of 1568 included the prayer in its
entirety as we know it today. The second part,
consisting of petition/intercession, is as follows:

Holy Mary, Mother of God,
pray for us sinners, now
and at the hour of our
death.

Although by this time the Hail Mary prayer
consisted of both greeting and invocation, it took
afew more centuries for this second half to univer-
sally catch on. One example of this slow-paced
movement is that in the late nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries, it was common for some
Catholics receiving the recitation of Hail Mary’s as
a penance to ask the priest if they were also re-
quired to say the “Holy Mary’s” as well.

Most importantly, the Hail Mary prayer is fo-

cused on Jesus. When examining this prayer, it is
indeed Jesus’ Holy Name that is the hinge, hold-
ing together the two parts that comprise it. This
is appropriate since the prayer is about Him. As
the Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches:
“Beginning with Mary’s unique cooperation with
the working of the Holy Spirit, the [East and West]
Churches developed their prayer to the holy
Mother of God, centering it on the person of
Christ manifested in his mysteries.” (CCC 2675,
in part)

May we all look to Mary in this great prayer of
the Church in giving praise to Jesus.

WHEELING—The Welty Cor-
poration, the Wheeling area’s pre-
miere provider of senior living op-
tions, is offering a $15,000 sign-on
bonus for nurses and a $10,000
sign-on bonus for certified nursing
assistants.

One researcher found that
the total number of registered
nurses (RNs) decreased by more
than 100,000 from 2020 to 2021 -
the largest drop than ever observed
over the past four decades.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics estimated that the need for RNs
will grow by 12% between 2023
and 2029 and that by 2025, there
will be a shortage of nearly 200,000
RNSs.

Donald R. Kirsch, Welty Corpo-
ration CEO, said the bonuses Welty
Corporation is offering are de-
signed to help people who want to
become nurses, and offer incentive
to those who wish to switch jobs or
return to the workforce.

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U.S. Bishops with Mexico-Bordering Dioceses

Reaffirm Humanitarian Commitment

OSV (News) — Eight U.S. Cath-
olic bishops whose dioceses share a
border with Mexico reaffirmed
their commitment to promoting
human dignity and their coopera-
tion with government officials as
the church and its partner organi-
zations provide humanitarian aid.

"Daily, we witness the human
consequences of migration, both
its blessings and its challenges," the
bishops said in a May 12 statement
released by the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops. "As pastors of
border communities, we minister
to migrants and native-born per-
sons alike. Our congregations in-
clude asylum seekers, enforcement
officers, landowners, and elected
officials, who come together, not as
strangers or adversaries but as
sisters and brothers, equal in dig-
nity and worth before the Lord."

The statement came the day
after the May 11 expiration of Title
42, a federal U.S. public health law
granting the federal government
some authority to implement
emergency action to prevent the
spread of contagious diseases by
prohibiting some migrants from
entry. It expired in tandem with
the end of the federal public health
emergency declared in 2020 for
COVID-19.

With the end of Title 42, U.S.
immigration policy defaults to a set
of laws known as Title 8. While the
status of some migrants not eligible
for U.S. entry under Title 42 may
change, recent Title 8 policy up-
dates suggest those migrants may
face new hurdles. Both Title 42 and
Title 8 have been criticized by
Catholic immigration advocates as
insufficient, especially for mi-
grants seeking asylum.

The bishops did not specifically
refer to U.S. immigration policy in
their statement, or connect their
statement to recent events.

"Since our nation's founding,
Catholics across this country have
been at the forefront of efforts to
welcome newcomers of all faiths
and nationalities," the bishops
said. "As Christians, we are called
to see the face of Christ in those
who suffer, those who lack the ba-
sic necessities of life, and we judge
ourselves as a community of faith
by the way we treat the most vul-
nerable among us. We are each
bound by a universal call to serve
one another and to protect the
sanctity of human life in all its
forms.

"Therefore, we remain com-
mitted to supporting the efforts
ongoing within our dioceses and
beyond to promote the God-given

dignity of every person, including
those who have recently arrived in
our communities. Further, as a
Church committed to the common
good, we always cooperate in the
administration of humanitarian
aid with local, state, and federal of-
ficials, frequently in partnership
with faith communities and like-
minded secular organizations.
"Finally, we join together in
prayer, entrusting these works of
mercy to Our Lady of Guadalupe as

Bishop Prays as Nation Honors Police

(OSV News) — As the U.S.
marks National Police Week,
Bishop Michael F. Burbidge of Ar-
lington, Virginia, has issued a
statement honoring law enforce-
ment officers, both living and
dead.

Each year the nation observes
National Peace Officers Memorial
Day May 15, followed by a week of
related events in Washington, in-
cluding several memorial services
for deceased officers. This year’s
commemorations were expected to
draw some 25,000 to 40,000.

"As we remember those who
made the ultimate sacrifice, we also
express our gratitude to all
members of law enforcement who
put their lives on the line each day,
as well as to their spouses, children

and loved ones who support them
and pray for their safety," Bishop
Burbidge said in a May 15 state-
ment.

Police officers "work to preserve
the law and order upon which our
nation is built, often at the expense
of their own personal safety," he
said.

Policing "requires its members
to exhibit courage, patience, forti-
tude, generosity of spirit and, most
especially, wisdom in carrying.
out their duties," Bishop Burbidge
said.

Those tasks, particularly in re-
cent years, have been made more
difficult by "violence and unrest,
often caused or induced by drugs,
mental illness or simply a disregard
tor the dignity of human life and
morality," he said.

Calls to defund police depart-
ments, difficulties with developing
effective police reforms and the
lingering impact of the COVID-19
pandemic have taken a toll on U.S.
police officers, whose ranks have
declined.

Although hirings have re-
bounded, "agencies are losing of-
tficers faster than they can hire new
ones" due to retirement rates, with
"total sworn staffing (dropping)
nearly 5% over the past three
years," according to an April 1 re-
lease from the Police Executive Re-
search Forum.

In 2022, an estimated 160 U.S.
law enforcement officers com-
mitted suicide, according to the
nonprofit advocacy and awareness
organization Blue H.E.L.P. Like all
tirst responders, police are at in-

creased risk for substance abuse
and post-traumatic stress disorder
(PTSD).

Bishop Burbidge called for
prayer for police officers, saying
"we are blessed by those who un-
dertake this work and are forever
grateful for their service."

"For those who gave their lives,
we ask God, in his mercy, to
draw them to himself in eternal
life," he said. "For those living
members of the law enforcement
community, we ask (patron) St.
Michael the Archangel to defend
and protect them. May Our
Lord, through the intercession of
St. Joseph the protector and
Mary our mother, bless those who
walk the blue line for our sake,
and their families, now and
forever."

Eucharistic Revival Playbook Offers Direction, Ideas

for Parish Year

(OSV News) — Parish leaders seeking guid-
ance for the National Eucharistic Revival's up-
coming parish year now have a 24-page resource
to assist their discernment. The "Leader's Play-
book," released May 1, helps parishes answer the
question "what are we being asked to do?"
through four "invitations" for the Year of Parish
Revival, which begins on the solemnity of Cor-
pus Christi June 11.

"The parish year of the revival is the most im-
portant one" in the three-year National Eucha-
ristic Revival, said Tim Glemkowski, executive
director for the National Eucharistic Congress, a
nonprofit organization tasked with organizing
the 10th National Eucharistic Congress in 2024
and supporting the U.S. Catholic bishops' vi-
sion for the National Eucharistic Revival. The
Year of Parish Revival aims "to create Eucharistic
communities, communities that are full of life
because they've received life from the source of
life," he said.

The Year of Parish Revival "Leader’s Play-
book" was created primarily for pastors and par-
ish leaders. Based on the revival's four "pillars,"
the playbook's "four invitations" for the parish
year are reinvigorating worship, personal en-
counter, robust faith formation and missionary
sending.

The playbook suggests and recommends cer-
tain practices for each of the invitations, but it
"is not a prescriptive guide, nor is it all-encom-
passing," the playbook states, emphasizing the
importance of each parish's discernment.

It calls for "attentiveness to the 'ars cele-
brandi" or "art of celebrating" the Mass, which
includes "prayerful understanding of the liturgi-
cal texts, feasts, and seasons throughout the
year," reverence and proper preparation for the
Mass. It invites parishes to host monthly "en-
counter nights" where people can meet Jesus in
Eucharistic adoration. It encourages pastors to
preach a homily series on the Eucharist and to
form small groups that focus on catechetical
formation with Eucharistic encounter. And it
asks Catholics to "invite one back" by bringing
a fallen-away Catholic back to Mass, or by
reaching out to a friend interested in learning
about the faith.

"These are for your discernment as you re-
spond to revival already present in your com-
munity and foster it, create conditions
and openness for new revival, and establish a
Eucharistic culture in your parish that
sustains the fruits of revival," the playbook
states.

A similar playbook was developed in the fall
of 2022 for the current Year of the Diocese,
which ends June 11 with the opening of the Year
of the Parish.

In a welcome letter introducing the Year of
the Parish playbook, Bishop Andrew H. Cozzens
of Crookston, Minnesota, described the revival
as an invitation "to deepen our relationship
with Jesus Christ, Our Lord, through the cele-
bration of the Eucharist, so that we can be set on
fire for the mission our Church needs so desper-
ately."

"Parishes can use this manual to strengthen
their Eucharistic culture and share the gift of the
Eucharist with all people, regardless of where
they are on their faith journey," said Bishop
Cozzens, chairman of the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops' Committee on Evangeliza-
tion, and the chairman of the bishops' advisory
group for the revival.

The playbook is available at www.eucharistic
revival.org/lead.

The third year of the revival is the Year of
Going Out on Mission. Next summer, between
its second and third years, the revival is holding
a National Eucharistic Congress July 17-21 in
Indianapolis. The event will serve as a "hinge"
connecting the revival's emphasis on personal
encounter and mission, Glemkowski said. Lead-
ing up to the congress will be a two-month-long
National Eucharistic Pilgrimage, with pilgrims
traveling with the Eucharist along four U.S.
routes to Indianapolis.

For some Catholics, the Year of Parish Revival
is an opportunity to deepen their relationship
with Jesus, and for others, it is an invitation to
begin that personal relationship with their sav-
ior, Glemkowski said.

DETROIT (OSV News) — The
moving story of Nicole Duque and
Austin LeBlanc, a local pro-life cou-
ple and active members of St. Jo-
seph Shrine in Detroit and St. Mary
Parish in Wayne, has captured the
attention of the community. Both
faced a challenging pregnancy, ex-
pecting the birth of conjoined
twins with a shared heart and vital
organs.

Since the 22nd week of preg-
nancy, the community has united
in prayer through a series of ro-
saries organized by Detroit Catho-
lic en Espafiol, providing support
and accompaniment to the young
couple at each stage of their diffi-
cult journey.

Nicole and Austin's testimony
of faith has transcended religious
boundaries, touching the hearts of
Catholics and non-Catholics alike,
who have been moved and inspired
by their story. The couple has faced
unimaginable challenges through-
out the entire process, but their
trust and hope in God's will have
never wavered.

From their faith, they are fully
convinced that babies fulfill a mis-
sion and purpose that transcend
limited human understanding.
This way of embracing God's will
and love for him has brought them
comfort and strength, finding sup-
port in prayer and the love of their
tamily, friends and community.

One of Nicole’s deepest desires
was that the babies could be bap-
tized and confirmed at birth.

After medical evaluations, doc-
tors predicted the babies could live
until the 35th week, which would
be in early June, at which time a ce-
sarean section would be per-
formed.

However, due to inadequate
blood flow for the babies and the
importance of their live birth, the
doctors scheduled delivery by ce-
sarean section for May 16.

On the eve of the surgery, Nicole
asked for prayer through Detroit
Catholic en Espafiol.

"Right now, I pray that the an-
gels and saints are present during
the surgery. I ask God to guide the
hands of the surgeons and that ev-
erything goes smoothly, for my
speedy recovery," she said. "I also
hope that my girls will be born
alive, so they can be baptized right
at birth and can easily go to Jesus.
They probably won't survive more
than a day or two, but only God

knows in the end."

The Detroit community re-
sponded with fervent prayers, and
God's miracle was not long in com-
ing, allowing the babies to be born,
baptized, confirmed, and receive
the full love of their parents.

Afterward, Mia Duque, Nicole's
younger sister, tweeted: "Hello ev-
eryone, I'm Mia, Nicole's younger
sister. I am writing on behalf of her
and Austin to inform you that the
babies have been born and have
been baptized and confirmed."

She added, "They breathed to
their last breath and are now in the
arms of Our Lord. To those who
prayed for us, thank you."

Despite the immense pain that
accompanies the loss of their be-
loved daughters, Nicole and Austin
found comfort and strength in
their unwavering faith. They perse-
vered in the confidence that divine
plans are perfect, and their fervent
prayers were heard.

Yanira Duque, Nicole’s mother
and coordinator of the Hispanic
ministry of St. Mary in Wayne, ex-
pressed her gratitude for the grace
of God, which allowed the birth,
baptism and confirmation of her
beloved granddaughters, and
warmly thanked Detroit Catholic
en Espafol for the prayers and sup-
port of the community.

Nicole and Austin's testimony
as parents, marked by their stead-
fast faith, continues to be an inspi-
ration that touches many hearts.
The mission of Maria Teresa and
Rachel Clare, who are now in the
presence of the Lord, will be hon-
ored through the remarkable pro-
life work done by their parents and
tamily.

The story of Nicole, Austin, and
their precious daughters is a re-
minder of the importance of hope,
faith and love in times of adversity.
Although the lives of Maria Teresa
and Rachel Clare were brief, their
impact and legacy will live on in
the pro-life work that their parents
carry out with dedication and com-
mitment.

Through their testimony of
faith, Nicole and Austin have be-
come a source of inspiration for

(OSV News) — Los lideres parro-
quiales que buscan orientacion para
el proximo afio parroquial del Avi-
vamiento Fucaristico Nacional
tienen ahora un recurso de 24 pagi-
nas para ayudarles en su discerni-
miento. La “Guia del Lider” (o
"Leader's Playbook"), publicado el 1
de mayo y también disponible en es-
pafiol, ayuda a las parroquias a re-
sponder a la pregunta ";qué se nos
pide que hagamos?" a través de cua-
tro "invitaciones" para el Afio del
Avivamiento Parroquial, que co-
mienza en la solemnidad del Corpus
Christi el 11 de junio.

"El afio parroquial del aviva-
miento es el mas importante" en los
tres afios del Avivamiento Eucaris-
tico Nacional, dijo Tim Glem-
kowski, director ejecutivo del Con-
greso Eucaristico Nacional, una or-
ganizacion sin animo de lucro en-
cargada de organizar el 10° Con-
greso Eucaristico Nacional en 2024
y de apoyar la visiéon de los obispos
catolicos de EE.UU. para el Aviva-
miento Fucaristico Nacional. El Afio
del Avivamiento Parroquial pre-
tende "crear comunidades eucaristi-
cas, comunidades llenas de vida
porque han recibido vida de la
fuente de la vida", dijo.

La "Guia del Lider" del Afio del
Avivamiento Parroquial fue creada
principalmente para parrocos y lid-

eres parroquiales. Basado en los cua-
tro "pilares" del avivamiento, las
"cuatro invitaciones" del manual
para el afio parroquial son la revigo-
rizacion del culto, el encuentro per-
sonal, una formacioén sélida en la fe
y el envio misionero.

El manual sugiere y recomienda
ciertas practicas para cada una de las
invitaciones, pero "no se trata de
una gui?a prescriptiva ni englo-
bante", afirma el manual, subray-
ando la importancia del discerni-
miento de cada parroquia.

Exhorta a "prestar atencion al 'ars
celebrandi™ o "arte de celebrar" la
Misa, que incluye "la comprension
orante de los textos litargicos, las fi-
estas y los tiempos a lo largo del
ano", la reverencia y la preparacion
adecuada de la Misa. Invita a las par-
roquias a organizar mensualmente
"noches de encuentro" en las que la
gente pueda encontrarse con Jesus
en la adoracion eucaristica. Anima a
los parrocos a predicar una serie de
homilias sobre la Eucaristia y a
formar pequefios grupos que se cen-
tren en la formacién catequética
con el encuentro eucaristico. Y pide
a los catolicos que participen en la
iniciativa "invita a uno a volver",
trayendo de nuevo a Misa a un cato6-
lico que se ha alejado, o tendiendo
la mano a un amigo interesado en
aprender sobre la fe.

"(Los puntos de la guia del lider)

son para tu discernimiento mientras
respondes al avivamiento ya pre-
sente en tu comunidad y lo fomen-
tas, creas condiciones y apertura
para un nuevo avivamiento, y es-
tableces una cultura eucaristica en
tu parroquia que sostenga los frutos
del avivamiento", afirma el manual.

En otofio de 2022 se elabor6 un
manual similar para el actual Afio
del Avivamiento Diocesano, que
concluye el 11 de junio con la aper-
tura del Afio del Avivamiento Parro-
quial.

En una carta de bienvenida pre-
sentando la guia del lider del Afio
Parroquial, el obispo Andrew H.
Cozzens de Crookston, Minnesota,
describio el avivamiento como una
invitacion "a profundizar en nuestra
relacion con Jesucristo, Nuestro
Senior, mediante la celebracién de la
Eucaristia, para que podamos en-
cendernos en la mision que nuestra
Iglesia necesita tan desesperada-
mente".

"Las parroquias pueden utilizar
este manual para fortalecer su cul-
tura eucaristica y compartir el don
de la Eucaristia con todas las per-
sonas, independientemente de
doénde se encuentren en su camino
de fe", dijo el obispo Cozzens, pres-
idente del Comité de Evangeliza-

HUNTINGTON—After being
admitted to the hospital and re-
ceiving excellent care, Stanley was
ready to go home. Unfortunately,
he was returning to a home where
he lived alone with very little social
support.

Catholic Charities West Virginia
(CCWVa) stepped in at this critical
moment. Sister Jen, one of our Hos-
pital Transition Program (HTP) case
managers, met with Stanley while
he was still in the hospital to iden-
tify and help to overcome any chal-
lenges Stanley would face when re-
turning home.

For the next six weeKks, Sister Jen
visited Stanley at home. She
worked with him to get a cell
phone and a LifeAlert system, and
together they practiced using these
tools. She coordinated transporta-
tion assistance so Stanley could get
around town. And she connected
him with free home-delivered
meals through an internal referral
to the Catholic Charities Neighbor-
hood Center.

Stanley’s story is one of many
where our HTP case managers
created comfort, safety and peace
as patients transitioned from hos-
pital to home.

“Many West Virginians are fac-
ing complex challenges — layers of
chronic disease, poverty, unem-
ployment, lack of access to
fresh produce, transportation is-

sues, social isolation, etc.,” said
Sara Lindsay, CCWVa chief
program officer. “At Catholic

Charities, we have a unique capac-
ity to work toward alleviating some

of that community-level suffer-
ing.”

The CCWVa Hospital Transition
Program takes a “dual service” ap-
proach to its collaborative
design, serving both the client
and the partner hospital. Through
this program, the hospital sees
lower readmission rates for pa-
tients served.

“When hiring HTP case man-
agers, we look to round out what is
already provided through the
healthcare system,” said Lindsay.
“Our team’s collective areas of ex-
pertise include counseling, social
work, mental health and substance
use disorder — and working exten-
sively with people living in pov-
erty.”

The expertise and compassion
of the CCWVa HTP staff have
proven to be very effective in
Wheeling at WVU Medicine
Wheeling Hospital, where the pro-

gram launched.

CCWVa has now replicated the
program in Huntington. The Hos-
pital Transition Program has ex-
panded to both Cabell Huntington
Hospital and St. Mary’s Medical
Center.

“Whether recovering from
acute injury or dealing with
chronic illness, the Hospital Tran-
sition Program provides hope and
support beyond the hospital
doors,” said Lindsay.
