VATICAN CITY (CNS) — 
Christians should pray on Pente-
cost that the Holy Spirit would give 
them the courage and strength to 
share the Gospel, Pope Francis said. 

“No matter how difficult the sit-
uation may be — and indeed, at 

times it may seem there is no room 
for the Gospel message — we must 
not give up and we must not for-
sake pursuing what is essential in 
our Christian life, namely evange-
lization,” the pope said May 24, the 
Wednesday before Pentecost. 

Using the example of St. An-
drew Kim Taegon, the 19th-cen-

tury Korean martyr, Pope Francis 
continued his weekly general au-
dience talks about the “zeal” to 
evangelize. 

With thousands of visitors and 
pilgrims — including bands, flag 
twirlers and dancers — gathered in 
a sunny St. Peter's Square, the pope 
introduced his talk about St. An-

drew by pointing out how Christi-
anity was introduced to Korea 200 
years before St. Andrew by lay-
people who had heard the Gospel 
proclaimed in China and then 
shared it when they returned 
home. 

“Baptized laypeople were the

ones who spread the faith. There were no 
priests,” the pope said. “Would we be able to do 
something like that?” 

Ordained in 1844, St. Andrew Kim Taegon 
was the first Korean-born priest and ministered 
at a time of anti-Christian persecution. 

Pope Francis told the story of how when the 

saint was still a seminarian, he was sent to wel-
come missionaries who snuck into the country 
from abroad. After walking far through the 
snow, “he fell to the ground exhausted, risking 
unconsciousness and freezing. At that point, he 
suddenly heard a voice, ‘Get up, walk!’” 

“This experience of the great Korean witness 
makes us understand a very important aspect of 
apostolic zeal: namely, the courage to get back 
up when one falls,” the pope said. 

“Each one of us might think, ‘But how can I 
evangelize,’” he said. Following the example of 
the “greats” of evangelization history, each 
Christian can find a way to witness to the Gos-
pel — “talk about Jesus” — in his or her family, 
among friends and in one’s local community. 

“Let us prepare to receive the Holy Spirit this 
coming Pentecost, asking for that grace, aposto-
lic grace and courage, the grace to evangelize, to 
always carry forward the message of Jesus.”

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — 

While the release of the work-
ing document for the Synod 
of Bishops on synodality is ex-
pected sometime in early 
June, Pope Francis tried to re-
spond to some of the ques-
tions and concerns about the 
synod process that already 
have been raised. 

Meeting at the Vatican 
May 25 with members of the 
Italian bishops’ conference 
and the people they chose to 
coordinate work for an Italian 
synod, the pope gave a suc-
cinct description of what he 
means by a “synodal church”: 

“Every baptized person is 
called to actively participate 
in the life and in the mission 
of the church, starting from 
the specifics of one’s own vo-
cation, in relationship with 
others and with the charisms 
given by the Spirit for the 
good of all. We need Christian 
communities in which space 
is enlarged, where everyone 
can feel at home, where pasto-
ral structures and means foster 
not the creation of small 
groups, but the joy of being 
and feeling co-responsible.” 

Evangelization is at stake, 
he said. “A church weighed 
down by structures, bureau-
cracy and formalism will 
struggle to walk in history at 
the pace of the Spirit, meeting 
the men and women of our 
time.” 

“The great enemy of this 
process,” he said, “is fear.” 

Pope Francis said that as he 
entered the Vatican audience 
hall for the meeting, someone 
— using an Argentinian 
phrase that is not very polite, 
nor is its translation in Italian, 
he said — told him that the 
whole synod process is cre-
ating a mess. 

“Think about the apostles 
on the morning of Pentecost,” 
the pope said. If the synod is 
“a blank,” he said to laughter, 
“Pentecost morning was even 

worse. It was worse. Total dis-
order. And who provoked that 
mess? The Holy Spirit. He’s 
good at creating disorder to 
move people. But the same 
Spirit also provoked har-
mony.” 

“Don’t be afraid when 
there is disorder provoked by 
the Spirit,” Pope Francis said. 
One need fear “only when it is 
provoked by our selfishness or 
the spirit of evil.” 

Speaking just a few days 
before Pentecost, the pope 
urged everyone, but                espe-
cially the fearful, to pray for an 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit, 
who opens people to listen to 
others, who makes dialogue 
fruitful, enlightens discern-
ment and guides choices and 
decisions. 

Pope Francis told the 
bishops and representatives 
that he would try to respond 
to their questions about “the 
priorities for the church in re-
lation to society, about how to 
overcome resistance and con-
cerns, on the involvement of 
priests and lay people, and on 
the experiences of marginal-
ization.” 

Church unity and shared 
responsibility are essential, he 
said. An “always lurking” 
temptation is to rely on “a few 
‘qualified actors’ who carry 
out pastoral activity” while 
the rest of the faithful stand by 
and watch. 

“Sometimes one gets the 
impression that religious 
communities, chanceries and 
parishes are still too self-refer-
ential,” Pope Francis said. 

“There seems to creep in, 
somewhat covertly, a kind of 
“defensive neoclericalism’ — 
clericalism is a perversion,” he 
said. It is “generated by a fear-
ful attitude, by complaints 
that the world does not under-
stand us anymore, that young 
people are lost and by a need 
to reiterate and make one’s in-
fluence felt.” 

Obviously, the pope said, a 

“synodal church,” one where 
all are welcome, where all 
share the mission and contrib-
ute their prayer, time and tal-
ents will have an impact on 
those the Catholic Church 
still believes have been chosen 
by God and given special gifts 
to lead and to discern. 

“We must ask the Holy 
Spirit to make us understand 
and experience how to be or-
dained ministers and how to 
exercise ministry in this time 
and in this church: never 
without the Other with a cap-
ital ‘O,’ but also never without 
others with whom we share 
the journey.” 

“This applies to the 
bishops, whose ministry can-
not do without that of priests 
and deacons” and to priests 
and deacons who must work 
with each other and the faith-
ful, the pope said. “But this is 
also true for the entire com-

munity of the baptized, in 
which each one walks with 
other brothers and sisters in 
the school of the one Gospel 
and in the light of the Spirit.” 

Promoting co-responsibil-
ity in the church, he said, is 
not simply a matter of finding 
a new way to “distribute 
power.” 

Rather, he said, it means 
learning how to recognize the 
gifts of each person, particu-
larly those “who still struggle 
to see their presence recog-
nized in the church, those 
who do not have a voice, 
those whose voices are 
drowned out or even silenced 
or ignored, those who feel in-
adequate perhaps because 
they have difficult or complex 
life paths (and) are sometimes 
almost ‘excommunicated’ a 
priori.” 

Part of the goal of synodal-
ity, he said, is to “let God’s 

heart shine through — a heart 
open to all and for all.” 

Pope Francis said those al-
ready active in the church 
need to remember the parable 
of the wedding feast from 
Matthew 22. “When none of 
the invited guests show up, 
what does that gentleman 
say? ‘Go to the crossroads and 
call everyone.’ Everyone: sick, 
healthy, righteous, sinners, 
everyone, everyone.” 

“We should ask ourselves 
how much space we make and 
how much we really listen in 
our communities to the voices 
of young people, women, the 
poor, those who are disap-
pointed, those who have been 
hurt in life and are angry with 
the church,” the pope said. 
“As long as their presence re-
mains sporadic in ecclesial life 
overall, the church will not be 
synodal, it will be a church of 
the few.” 

A Church of the Many: Pope Addresses Some 
Synod Questions, Fears

LOS ANGELES (OSV News) — The Archdio-

cese of Los Angeles called on “all Catholics and 
people of goodwill to stand against bigotry and 
hate in any form” after the Los Angeles Dodgers re-
instated plans to honor a self-described “leading-
edge order of queer and trans nuns.” 

The California Catholic Conference has joined 
its voice in criticizing the Dodgers, saying May 25 
it “is wildly offensive” that the team would honor 
the group, the Sisters of Perpetual Indulgence, 
which “intentionally ridicules and encourages the 
intolerance of Catholicism and its women’s reli-
gious orders for its own purposes.” 

In a tweet, Bishop Robert E. Barron, a former 
auxiliary bishop of the Los Angeles Archdiocese 
who now heads a Minnesota diocese, encouraged 
his friends to boycott the Dodgers and “make our 
voices heard in defense of our Catholic faith.” 

The California-based Sisters of Perpetual Indul-
gence (SPI) were set to receive the Dodgers’ Com-
munity Hero Award for their community charity 
work at the team’s annual “Pride Night” celebra-
tion June 16. Their motto, displayed on their web-
site and in marketing materials, is “Go forth and 
sin some more!” 

In a May 17 statement, the Dodgers announced 
that the group would no longer receive the award 
“given the strong feelings of people who have 
been offended by the sisters’ inclusion in our 
evening.” Catholic groups, including the Catholic 
League for Religious and Civil Rights, and Catho-
lic Vote, as well as Florida Sen. Marco Rubio, had 
criticized the group for mocking the Catholic 
faith, and in particular, Catholic women religious. 

But on May 22, following heavy criticism from 
some fans and the news media, the team apolo-
gized and reinvited the group to “receive the grat-
itude of our collective communities” for their 
charity work. 

In a statement released the following day, the 
LA archdiocese said it “stands against any actions 
that would disparage and diminish our Christian 
faith and those who dedicate their lives to Christ.” 

“The decision to honor a group that clearly 
mocks the Catholic faith and makes light of the 
sincere and holy vocations of our women religious 
who are an integral part of our Church is what has 
caused disappointment, concern, anger, and dis-
may from our Catholic community,” the state-
ment read. 

The archdiocese said that women religious 
should be “honored 
and celebrated through 
genuine acts of appreci-
ation, reverence, and 
respect for their sacred 
vows” and pointed to 
the array of charitable 
works carried out by 
sisters for the sick and 
needy, as well as their 
spiritual care for souls 
through prayer. 

The message also 
called on Catholics to 
“show our care and re-
spect for our women re-
ligious” in a variety of 
ways, including by 
sending messages of 
support to sisters 

through phone calls, letters, or social media or do-
nating to their orders and/or charitable causes 
they support. 

The California Catholic Conference echoed 
what the archdiocese said about women religious. 
“Our Catholic women’s religious orders are com-
prised of individuals who devote their lives to 
Christ by serving the poor, the underprivileged, 
and the marginalized,” it said. “They deserve the 
same consideration and respect that the SPI says it 
is working to secure for the LGBTQ+ community.” 

“It is absolutely possible to celebrate inclusivity 
without promoting bigotry,” the conference 
added. “Working to celebrate diversity can be 
done without ridicule and mockery.” 

“For the Dodgers to not only re-issue the invi-
tation to the SPI but award them a ‘Community 
Hero Award’ for using unquestionably offensive 
Christian antics is far from fulfilling the intention 
of ‘inclusivity for all,’” the conference said. “It is 
the promotion of choosing who is culturally ac-
ceptable and who is not — a common form of 
hate.” 

In his May 25 tweet, Bishop Barron, who was an 
LA auxiliary bishop from 2015 to 2022, said, “I’m 
a big baseball fan. I’ve even thrown out the first 
pitch at a Dodgers game. But I’d encourage my 
friends in LA to boycott the Dodgers.” 

“Let’s not just pray, but make our voices heard 
in defense of our Catholic faith,” tweeted the prel-
ate, now the bishop of Winona-Rochester, Minne-
sota. 

Bill Donohue, president of the Catholic League 
for Religious and Civil Rights, said the team had 
“officially endorsed anti-Catholic bigotry” by in-
viting back the Sisters of Perpetual Indulgence. 

“Only one side was listened to — the side that 
sponsors hate speech,” said Donohue of the “hon-
est conversations” that the Dodgers said led to the 
reversal. 

In a May 15 letter to Major League Baseball 
Commissioner Rob Manfred after the initial invi-
tation of the group, Sen. Marco Rubio, R-Fla., had 
questioned Manfred’s previously stated commit-
ment to being “inclusive and welcoming to every-
one” and singled out one of the group’s recent 
Easter celebrations for featuring “children’s pro-
gramming followed by a drag show where adult 
performers dress in blasphemous imitation of  
Jesus and Mary.” 

Rubio and others also expressed outrage at 
events organized by the group that mix sexual ref-

erences with observances sacred to Catholics, in-
cluding the Holy Eucharist and the Stations of the 
Cross. 

Some of the biggest names in Dodgers history 
during their time in Los Angeles have been Cath-
olic, including the late player and manager Gil 
Hodges, Hall of Fame catcher Mike Piazza, late 
manager Tommy Lasorda, and the legendary 
broadcast announcer Vin Scully, who died last 
year. The O’Malley family, which oversaw the 
team’s move from Brooklyn to Los Angeles in 
1955, were also known for being active in Catholic 
causes and events during their ownership of the 
team from 1950 until 1998, when they sold the 
team. 

One Catholic priest took to Twitter the night of 
May 22 to express his sadness as a baseball fan that 
the Dodgers’ decided to reinvite the Sisters of Per-
petual Indulgence, and he referenced the Catholic 
connections the team has long had. 

“As an @MLB fan, this is deeply saddening to 
me. Celebrate whomever you please, celebrate 
good works; but can we refrain from mocking re-
ligion? No religion should be mocked. This plainly 
mocks Catholicism. This is the team of Vin Scully, 
of Gil Hodges. They would be so ashamed,” 
tweeted Father Joshua Whitfield (@frjoshTX). 

Father Whitfield is pastoral administrator at St. 
Rita Catholic Community in Dallas, which is a 
parish in the Houston-based Ordinariate of the 
Chair of St. Peter. 

“I know @MLB has done a lot of good support-
ing and celebrating various religions and people of 
faith. But it’s also long been a place where it’s hard 
to be a Catholic. This again is deeply troubling, 
that to celebrate something, something else must 
be denigrated. This needn’t be,” he said in another 
tweet. 

In a third tweet, Father Whitfield said he “just 
lost some love for what’s been a great new season. 
Again, just terribly saddening. I just want to watch 
baseball. I want to feel baseball is a game for every-
body, belittling nobody.”

St. Peter’s Bells 
also performed at the Basilica of the National 
Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in 
Washington, D.C. and for the Thanksgiving 
liturgy at Washington Cathedral.

MARTINSBURG — St. Joseph

A dedicated group of 
SJS family members totes it every 
week during the school year to the 
Grapevine Road recycling center for 
counting.  

On May 18, almost 30 middle-
schoolers from SJS were honored 
during the Berkeley County Coun-
cil meeting, where it was an-
nounced that the school collected 
nearly 600 totes (each tote is 96 gal-
lons) during the school year.  

Second place went to Martins-
burg South Middle School, with an 

estimated 323 totes, and third place 
went to Hedgesville Elementary 
School with an estimated 218 totes.  

For winning the contest, SJS was 
given a $500 check, plus $100 
worth of Amazon gift cards, the 
latter of which is meant to be in-
vested in the school’s recycling ef-
forts.

VATICAN CITY (CNS) 
— Pope Francis has ap-
pealed for a cease-fire in 
Sudan and for the interna-
tional community to help 
promote dialogue. 

“It is sad, but, a month 
after the outbreak of vio-
lence in Sudan, the situ-
ation continues to be se-
rious,” he said after reciting 
the midday “Regina Coeli” 
prayer with about 25,000 
people gathered in St. 
Peter’s Square May 21. 

The pope has been ex-
pressing his concern about 
Sudan after the midday 
prayer for weeks; fighting 
between forces loyal to two 
different generals has led     
to the deaths of hundreds 
of civilians and the dis-
placement of hundreds of 
thousands more since April 
15. 

Several humanitarian 
cease-fire agreements have 
been reached by the two 

sides engaged in the power 
struggle, but the fighting 
has continued. 

Pope Francis said May 
21, “While encouraging the 
partial agreements reached 
so far, I renew my heartfelt 
appeal for the laying down 
of weapons, and I ask the 
international community 
to spare no effort to make 

dialogue prevail and to alle-
viate the suffering of the 
people.” 

Food and fuel prices 
have skyrocketed and ac-
cess to basic necessities has 
been cut off for many of the 
people. 

The humanitarian emer-
gency also has spilled onto 
neighboring countries such 

as Chad, South Sudan and 
Egypt, where people have 
been fleeing to seek safety, 
according to the U.N. refu-
gee agency, UNHCR, May 
12. 

The UNHCR reported, 
“Without a resolution to 
the crisis, many hundreds 
of thousands more people 
will be forced to flee in 

search of safety and basic 
assistance. UNHCR and its 
partners estimate that the 
number of refugees and re-
turnees could reach 
860,000 by October.” 

After praying the “Re-
gina Coeli,” the pope also 
asked people to continue to 
“be near the beleaguered 
Ukrainian people.”

CIUDAD DEL VATICANO (CNS) — Los 

cristianos deben rezar en Pentecostés para              
que el Espíritu Santo les dé el coraje y la fuerza 
para compartir el Evangelio, dijo el Papa Fran-
cisco. 

"No importa cuán difícil sea la situación — y 
de hecho, a veces puede parecer que no deja es-
pacio para el mensaje del Evangelio — no debe-
mos rendirnos y no debemos renunciar a perse-
guir lo que es esencial en nuestra vida cristiana, 
es decir, la evangelización", dijo el Papa el 24 de 
mayo, el miércoles antes de Pentecostés. 

Utilizando el ejemplo de San Andrés Kim Tae-
gon, el mártir coreano del siglo XIX, el Papa 
Francisco continuó su discurso semanal en la 
audiencia general sobre el "celo" por evangeli-
zar. 

Con miles de visitantes y peregrinos — in-
cluyendo bandas, giradores de banderas y bail-
arines- reunidos en una soleada Plaza de San 
Pedro, el Papa introdujo su discurso sobre San 
Andrés señalando cómo el cristianismo fue in-
troducido en Corea 200 años antes que San An-
drew por laicos que habían oído proclamar el 
Evangelio en China y luego lo compartieron 
cuando regresaron a casa. 

"Los laicos bautizados fueron los que difun-
dieron la fe. No había sacerdotes", dijo el Papa. 
"¿Seríamos capaces de hacer algo así?". 

Ordenado en 1844, San Andrés Kim Tae-gon 
fue el primer sacerdote nacido en Corea y ejerció 
su ministerio en una época de persecución anti-
cristiana. 

El Papa Francisco contó la historia de cómo, 
cuando el santo era aún seminarista, fue envi-
ado a recibir a unos misioneros que se colaban 
en el país desde el extranjero. Después de cami-
nar mucho por la nieve, "cayó al suelo exhausto, 
corriendo el riesgo de perder el conocimiento y 
congelarse allí. En ese momento, oyó de repente 
una voz: "¡Levántate, camina!"". 

"Esta experiencia del gran testigo coreano 

nos hace darnos cuenta de un aspecto muy im-
portante del celo apostólico: a saber, el valor de 
volver a levantarse cuando uno se cae", dijo el 
Papa. 

"Cada uno de nosotros puede pensar: 'Pero, 
¿cómo puedo evangelizar?", dijo. Siguiendo el 
ejemplo de los "grandes" de la historia de la 
evangelización, cada cristiano puede encontrar 

la manera de dar testimonio del Evangelio -- 
"hablar de Jesús" -- en su familia, entre sus ami-
gos y en su comunidad local. 

"Preparémonos para recibir el Espíritu Santo 
este próximo Pentecostés, y pidiendo esa gracia, 
la gracia apostólica y el coraje, la gracia de 
evangelizar, de llevar siempre adelante el men-
saje de Jesús".

WEST VIRGINIA—May is 
Skin Cancer Awareness Month. Ac-
cording to the American Cancer 
Society, cancers of the skin (most of 
which are basal and squamous cell 
skin cancers) are by far the most 
common of all types of cancer.  
Having five or more sunburns dou-
bles the risk for melanoma and one 
visit to a tanning bed increases the 
risk of skin cancer by 67% and 
melanoma by 59%. When detected 
early, the five-year survival rate for 
melanoma is 99 percent. 

In the #WVUMedicine #Wheel-
ingHospital Center for Skin Cancer 

and Melanoma, providers screen 
for, diagnose, and treat skin 
cancers. Three nurse practitioners 
and two physician assistants per-
form screening exams for skin 
cancers using dermoscopy, which 
enables them to microscopically 
evaluate lesions for malignant 
changes. Total body photography, 
which can assist in monitoring le-
sions for stability, reducing unnec-
essary biopsies, is also offered.
