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Bishop Brennan Strengthens Safe Environment of

West Virginia’s Catholic Schools and Parishes

WHEELING—Putting the safety
of children, adolescents, and vulner-
able adults first, Bishop Mark E. Bren-
nan has increased on-site Safe Envi-
ronment audits of the diocese’s Cath-
olic schools and parishes from every
three years to now every year. This
move is fundamental to the bishop’s

and the diocese’s commitment to
“strengthen and grow a culture of
safety.”

The audit is conducted by Stone-
bridge Business Partners, the con-
tracted auditing agency of the U.S.
Conference of Catholic Bishops
(USCCB). The agency will begin the
yearly audit in the Diocese of Wheel-

ing-Charleston, which encompasses
the entire state of West Virginia, in
2023.

Bishop Brennan made the an-
nouncement of his decision to move
to yearly audits in a letter to all
Catholic schools and principals
and all parishes and priests of the di-
ocese.

“Ifirmly believe on-site visits at the
local level are integral to ensuring that
our parishes and schools have a clear
understanding of and commitment
to the requirements as set forth in the
Charter for the Protection of Children
and Young People,” the bishop wrote
in his Oct. 13 letter.

HUNTINGTON—Imagine how long it
would take to place 800 small Right to Life flags
on a church lawn. It is quite the undertaking. But
students in fourth through eighth grades at Our
Lady of Fatima Parish School in Huntington
didn’t mind the work at all. For them, it was im-
portant to spread the pro-life message and make

it visible to their community.

“l explained to the children about celebrating
October as the month of life and the importance
of having the flags on the church grounds,” said
Father Tijo George, MCBS, pastor of the school
and of Our Lady of Fatima Parish.

The students worked hard in their endeavor,
and when they finished a sea of small pink and

blue flags in memory of the countless baby boys
and baby girls lost to abortion blanketed the lawn
in front of Our Lady of Fatima Church. Their pro-
life message was visible indeed.

A a few days later, the flags were gone—stolen
during the night by an unknown individual or in-
dividuals. Although saddened by what had

According to the USCCB, the
charter is a set of procedures origi-
nally established by the USCCB in
2002 for addressing allegations of
sexual abuse of minors by Catholic
clergy. The charter also includes
guidelines for reconciliation, heal-
ing, accountability, and prevention
of future acts of abuse. It was re-
vised in 2005, 2011, and 2018.

The audit process, according to
the USCCB, measures compliance
with the articles of the charter. The
on-site USCCB/Stonebridge audit
this past year revealed that a more
robust look at the local level is nec-
essary to maintain and assure over-
all compliance with the charter, the
bishop wrote in his letter.

“We will do this for the good of
our children, adolescents, and vul-
nerable adults,” he said in the letter.

The on-site audit, the bishop
continued, entails many compo-
nents at the chancery level of dioc-
esan staff in Wheeling as well as au-
ditors from Stonebridge randomly
visiting parishes and schools across
the diocese to verify Safe Environ-
ment compliance and best prac-
tices.

The bishop further stated that
the diocese participates in and will
continue to participate in data col-
lection audits every year.

Further emphasizing the dio-
cese’s commitment to the imple-
mentation of the charter, Bryan
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Minor, director of Diocesan Ad-
ministrative Services and process
administrator for Safe Environ-
ment, pointed to the VIRTUS sex-
ual abuse training sessions avail-
able for parish and school staff, vol-
unteers, parents, and any inter-
ested adults.

“The Safe Environment proto-
col for the Diocese of Wheeling-
Charleston is about keeping chil-
dren and vulnerable adults safe by
reducing risk and raising aware-
ness,” Minor said. “A benefit of the
VIRTUS awareness training pro-
gram utilized by our diocese is that
it is applicable to any setting — not
just church or school. The program
encourages best practices that can
be applied to any circumstance.
This is the reality in today’s world —
not just in the Catholic Church,
but rather in society as a whole. We
look forward to participating in
yearly USCCB on-site audits and
helping our parishes and schools
remain safe places where our chil-
dren can grow and thrive.”

This most recent step Bishop
Brennan has taken with the move
to yearly audits is a continuation of
his and the diocese’s commitment
to restoring trust and building a
culture of safety in the diocese. In
his letter, he pointed to steps that
have already been taken toward
these efforts, including the release
of the list of credibly accused
clergy; implementation of a third-
party reporting system (Navex
Global’s EthicsPoint); promotion
of reportbishopabuse.org for
reporting misconduct and con-

cerns pertaining to bishops; release
of the diocese’s yearly financial
audit/report; and engagement of
CSI (Corporate Security Investiga-
tions) for fingerprinting clergy and
school personnel and on-site au-
dits.

The Diocese of Wheeling-
Charleston’s Safe Environment Of-
fice stated that CSI (of Monaca, Pa.)
conducts the on-site compliance
auditing when they are in the dio-
cese’s schools and parishes for fin-
gerprinting sessions.

“This would be a third-party, in-
dependent spot check/audit in ad-
dition to the on-site audits by
Stonebridge/USCCB,” Safe Envi-
ronment officials said, noting that
the diocese has been utilizing CSI
for this purpose since 2020.

“The transition to yearly on-site
audits by the USCCB/Stonebridge
is a natural progression of our
efforts to ensure we are on solid and
consistent ground relative to
Safe Environment compliance
throughout the diocese,” the
bishop wrote in his letter.

He encouraged anyone with

In ending his letter to the prin-
cipals, schools, priests, and par-
ishes, Bishop Brennan said, “I am
confident in your cooperation and
willingness to continue our efforts
to protect children and vulnerable
adults and strengthen and grow a
culture of safety.”

Relics of Blessed Carlo Acutis & St. Manuel Garcia
Exposed for Veneration Nov. 12-27 in West Virginia

elics of Blessed Carlo Acutis and
St. Manuel Gonzalez Garcia — pa-
trons of the National Eucharistic
Revival — will be in the Diocese of
Wheeling-Charleston from Nov. 12-27
for the faithful to venerate.

Many know of Blessed Carlo Acutis.
He was a typical teen and is now on the
road to sainthood. His story and his de-
votion to the Blessed Sacrament make
Acutis the ideal role model and interces-
sor for Catholics young and old in this
much needed awakening of our souls.

In 2006, Blessed Carlo Acutis died
from leukemia. He was 15. From the
time he was 11 he began compiling
tacts of Eucharistic miracles. Acutis
used his love of the computer to share
his fascination with the world by cre-
ating a website still maintained today by
his friends and family (http://www.mira-
colieucaristici. org/en/Liste/list.html).
The site is presented in 17 languages
and has downloadable posters for par-
ishes and schools to have. It is truly a
virtual museum with facts, images, and
maps of the miracles from across the
globe.

He believed “the more often we re-
ceive the Eucharist, the more we will be-
come like Jesus, so that on this earth we
will have a foretaste of heaven.”

St. Manuel was canonized six years
ago, but most do not know his story. Be-
cause of his deep devotion to Eucharis-
tic Adoration, St. Manuel of Spain is also
known as the “Bishop of the Taberna-
cle.”

Cont’d from Page 1
happened, the students responded by
praying for those responsible.

“Jesus asks us to pray and forgive
those who have hurt us,” said Micah
O’Connor, principal of Our Lady of Fa-
tima Parish School. “Of course, we
have anger and bitterness; however,
these feelings will not give us peace.
Our peace comes through prayer and
forgiving those who have wronged
us.”

The parish was the first to call for
the prayers.

His dream as a young priest was to
serve a vibrant church, one filled with a
standing room only crowd eager to hear
his homilies and receive the Blessed
Sacrament. However, St. Manuel'’s par-
ish was poorly attended, and the build-
ing was sadly neglected. He wanted
another assignment and out of his situ-
ation because he lacked the knowledge
and energy to make it better — or so he
thought.

When St. Manuel prayed before the
tabernacle, pouring his heart out to
God, he heard the Lord speak to him. St.
Manuel later wrote about the experi-
ence before the abandoned tabernacle,
“My faith was looking at Jesus through
the door of that tabernacle, so silent, so
patient, so good, gazing right back at
me...His gaze was telling me much and
asking me for more. It was a gaze in
which all the sadness of the Gospels was
reflected; the sadness of ‘noroomin the
Inn’; the sadness of those words, ‘Do
you also want to leave me?’; the sadness
of poor Lazarus begging for crumbs
from the rich man’s table; the sadness of
the betrayal of Judas, the denial of Peter,
of the soldier’s slap, of the spittle of the
Praetorium, and the abandonment of
all. All of this sadness was there in that
tabernacle, oppressing and crushing
the sweet Heart of Jesus and drawing
bitter tears from his eyes.”

St. Manuel revived his calling and
began being the priest for the people
energized by the Eucharist and his spir-
ited personal message, “Don’t abandon
Him!”

“Sorrowfully, all the flags that the
students put on the lawn were re-
moved last night,” Kathy Lafferre, par-
ish office manager, posted on the par-
ish’s Facebook page. “Please pray for
the person or persons who removed
them.”

Father George realized the flags
had been stolen when he walked into
the church to celebrate Sunday Mass
on the morning of Oct. 9. He an-
nounced to the faithful gathered at
Masses that morning that the flags had
been taken.

“The kids were upset and could not
understand why someone would take

all the flags,” O’Connor said.

In addition to discussions with the
students about forgiveness, O’Connor
said that she and teachers also re-
inforced the importance of honest be-
havior, the concept of ownership, and
how it makes others feel to have some-
thing stolen from them.

Catholics of the community were
not content to allow the students’ and
parish’s pro-life message to be silenced.

In every parish church you will
find the tabernacle, the special place
where the Eucharist is reserved dur-
ing Mass after Holy Communion. But
many do not realize for who the Eu-
charist is reserved. In addition to de-
votion and adoration, the Church
has always reserved the Eucharist for
the sick and those who cannot be at
Mass (Catechism of the Catholic
Church, 1379).

At WVU Medicine Wheeling Hos-
pital, up to 35 Catholic patients a day
receive Holy Communion through
the ministry of our two priests, two
CS]J Sisters, and a generous team vol-
unteer Extraordinary Ministers of
Holy Communion. An additional 30
patients receive Holy Communion
regularly at the Continuous Care
Center.

The Eucharist has a major role in
their healing process both spiritually
and physically, yet many who are sick
are not able to receive the Eucharist
regularly at Mass because they are un-
able to leave their home. This has left
many people who are homebound
without the Eucharist, some for even
years. So, when they have to be in the
hospital for a medical need, many
Catholic patients are grateful for the
opportunity to make a sacramental
confession as necessary and receive
Jesus in the Fucharist again. They are
also encouraged to reconnect with
their parish and to invite their own
clergy to visit.

When the Eucharist is purposely
received prior to death, it is called vi-
aticum. Viaticum in Latin means
“provision for a journey.” When we
receive Holy Communion during
Mass, we are drawn into a closer
union to Jesus in His journey back to
the Father through His passion,
death, and resurrection. When we re-
ceive Jesus at the time of our passing,
we are reminded in a special way that
we too are journeying back to the
Father!

Because this is so powerful, it is
common for one of our priests in the
hospital to be called to see a patient
who is close to death. If the patient is
able, the priest will invite the
patient to make a sacramental
Confession before granting the Apos-

tolic Pardon:

“By the authority which the Apos-
tolic See has given me, I grant you a
tull pardon and the remission of all
your sins in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
Through the holy mysteries of our re-
demption, may almighty God release
you from all punishments in this life
and in the life to come. May He open
to you the gates of paradise and wel-
come you to everlasting joy.” (Pasto-
ral Care of the Sick)

And then after receiving Holy
Communion as viaticum, the priest
prays: “May the Lord Jesus Christ
protect you and lead you to eternal
life.”

To know that Jesus is with us in a
real way during this time is a source
of great comfort to the patient and to
family members because they are re-
minded that He will guide us on the
way that He Himself has already trav-
elled for us. When received as viati-
cum, the Eucharist, Reconciliation,
and Anointing of the Sick, are the
“sacraments that prepare for our
heavenly homeland or the sacra-
ments that complete our earthly pil-
grimage” (Catechism of the Catholic
Church, 1525).

Priests, deacons, and lay ministers
who bring Holy Communion to the
sick and homebound know the
sacred responsibility that they have
and are edified with whatis entrusted
to them. They recognize that grace is
justasnecessary as eating and breath-
ing because they have witnessed the
life-changing effects of the sacra-
ments for those who desperately
need them. We can also consider
them to be vessels of the Holy Spirit
since they are often the first to con-
vey our support and concern to those
who may feel estranged or isolated
from the Church.

When we encounter Jesus in the
Eucharist, whether through receiv-
ing Holy Communion during Mass
or when visiting a church for prayer
and adoration, be assured that He is
there for you. At the same time, we
should also know that Jesus is espe-
cially present for those who cannot
be with us. Our Lord is reserved in
tabernacles throughout the world
because it is important for the sick
and the dying to receive the “true
food” so that they can remain with
Jesus on the journey to everlasting
life (John 6).

Academic Recovery from
Pandemic for Catholic

Schools

WASHINGTON (CNS) — The
National Catholic Educational Asso-
ciation says Catholic schools have re-
covered more quickly from the pan-
demic than its public school counter-
parts. The successes, according to the
NCEA, go across the board when
looking separately at Black students,
Hispanic students, students from
low-income households, and stu-
dents who qualify for free and re-
duced-price meals. The scores were
first reported in October by the Na-
tional Assessment of Educational Pro-
gress, colloquially known as “The Na-
tion’s Report Card.” The numbers
tracked the progress, or lack thereof,
in math and reading by both fourth
graders and eighth graders.

While Catholic schools’ scores are
generally better than those of their
public school counterparts — Annie
Smith, NCEA vice president of data
and research, said eighth graders pre-
COVID-19 were about 5% better in
math and 6% better in reading — the
new numbers, based on testing con-
ducted in 2021, showed a wider sep-
aration between the two.

Catholic schools’ scores have
pretty much bounced back to the
levels they had achieved prior to the
coronavirus pandemic’s onset in
March 2020. The only area that is still
not up to snuff is eighth-grade math,
which is still five points behind pre-
pandemic levels.

Even so, said NCEA president Lin-
coln Snyder, those numbers are 15
points ahead of the comparable fig-
ures reported by public schools.

“It wasn't a surprise to me at all,”
Snyder told Catholic News Service in
an Oct. 28 phone interview. “We've
been monitoring testing data, really,

throughout COVID.”

The NAEP numbers, Snyder said,
bear out what a private firm found in
2021 when it conducted a lateral
study of 3 million U.S. students to as-
sess learning loss.

Given the upheaval wrought by
the pandemic within society in gen-
eral, and education in particular,
Snyder said, “you would expect all
students to have some learning loss.”
But it was the ability to bounce back
that characterized much of Catholic
education, he added.

“It’s a testament to our educators
tomeetin person assoon as possible,”
Snyder said. “It greatly did improve
our Catholic school outcomes.” The
NAEP numbers dovetail with the
NCEA's own census showing that, for
the first time in 20 years, enrollment
in Catholic schools across the United
States increased by 62,000. The
number of Catholic schools also
stayed steady, as 50 new schools were
created to offset the closing of 50
other schools.

“We did have a big uptick in en-
rollment. We had an initial drop. In
March of ‘20, when we went to
distance learning, people were
fearful for losing their jobs. Or they
didlose their jobs, but they quickly re-
covered.”

“Our retention of those new fam-
ilies was very high,” Snyder told CNS,
citing a rate of 90% percent and
“some dioceses were really as high as
98%.”“They fell in love with the
school, but they also stayed because
of the community. This is a real op-
portunity for us to shine,” he said.

Only about one-third of dioceses
hadreported enrollment numbers for
the current school year to the NCEA.
A final tally is not expected until the

spring.

Evangelization is effective one-
on-one, in small groups, at large
speaking events, and through cor-
poral and spiritual works of mercy,
Maul said, and the question-
and-answer session could be effec-
tive.

“Through the bishop’s own per-
son, interactions, and message, the
young people could encounter
Christ and the Good News message
and have their hearts changed by
it,” Maul said. “They could be put
on fire with the Holy Spirit, which,
of course, is always the goal with
evangelization.”

Father Grenwelge Asks: "Who W1l You
Bring to Heaven?”

Father Brian J. Crenwelge, di-
ocesan director of Vocations
and pastor of St. John Univer-
sity Parish in Morgan-town
ho will you bring
to heaven?” This
thought crossed my
mind frequently back when I was
discerning the priesthood as a col-
lege student. I was always moved
by the fact that a parish priest ad-
ministered to hundreds (or even
thousands) of people on a single
weekend. Each weekend, a priest is
responsible for bringing his people
a little closer to heaven. Yet, he is
not simply bringing people to
heaven on the weekend. Just re-
cently, I got a call from the new
WVU Children’s Hospital in Moz-
gantown to baptize a dying baby.
Last week, I heard Confessions and
anointed a few patients who were
in the hospital. I witnessed the
marriage of a young couple. I coun-
seled a college student about his
vocational discernment. All these
circumstances are a way a priest

brings people to heaven outside of
Sunday Mass. The priest’s mis-
sion—to perhaps oversimply it—is
to keep Christ in the lives in the
people. That’s what his role is, and
honestly, there is no greater glory
than to give your life for Christ.

We are celebrating Vocations
Awareness Week from Nov. 6-12.
We are not simply celebrating the
priesthood, but the gift of every vo-
cation—marriage, single life,
priesthood, religious life and dia-
conate. Yet, in a particular way, we
are focusing on raising awareness
of the vocations of priesthood and
religious life. Each vocation’s role is
to bring people to heaven. A mar-
ried person is supposed to bring his
or her spouse and children to
heaven. A single person is sup-
posed to bring his or her friends
and co-workers. A deacon and reli-
gious are supposed to bring those
to whom they are sent to minister.
A priest is supposed to bring his
congregation. That being said, all
of us can easily through our own,
imperfect actions, do the opposite,
if we are not careful.

And so, a good question for
each of us to reflect on this week as
we celebrate the different voca-
tions—“Who am I bringing to
heaven?”

Called to do More for God as a Deacon

program soon learns that you have to make sacrifices. You cannot continue
to do all the activities you used to do before entering formation and still do
all the work that the formation program demands and remain a good husband
and father. You must draw the line between those activities that bring you
closer to God and those that do not, and there draw the line.

Inside the church on weekends, being a deacon looks similar in every par-
ish. But outside the weekend Eucharist, deacons have many different mini-
stries. I get to work with people coming into the church via the new OCIA pro-
gram.  work with couples preparing for marriage and the baptism of their chil-
dren. Ilead an adult Bible Study and a weekly Holy Hour that we started during
the National Eucharistic Revival. I am also fortunate that I get to support the
Office of Permanent Diaconate Formation as the Coordinator of the Forma-
tion Program. Other deacons visit prisons, bring Communion to the sick and
shut-in, visit hospitals, direct food drives, hold Communion services in nurs-
ing homes, and a few even work as pastoral associates.

My life is full. Between being a husband, a father, a software engineer, and
a permanent deacon I feel like I am doing all I can possibly do for the Lord.
At times I feel totally exhausted; but it is a feeling of doing everything I pos-
sibly can to serve the Lord.

Cont’d from Page 9
understand how to serve the Lord
without first knowing how He is
looking at us and hearing His
voice.

Before seminary, I could not
have imagined what seminary
brotherhood would be like. We are
united in all things not only be-
cause we are united in Christ, but
also because we each understand
the struggles which our brothers
are having in their discernment,
because we all have them. Some
may experience more of these
struggles than others; some may
experience them in greater magni-
tude; but we all have some taste of
each of the issues which the enemy
putsin front of us. We are united in
the same cause, interceding on be-
half of our brothers; we are united
in prayer.

Seminary has taught me that I
cannot understand what God is
asking me to do with my life if I do
not put my relationship with Him
tirst. Prayer is how we communi-
cate with God. All relationships re-
quire communication, and our re-
lationship with God is no different.
Prayer is heart speaking to heart; it
is the only way to maintain the lov-
ing relationship He desires for us.

St. John Henry Newman's epis-
copal motto, which appeared on
his coat of arms was just that, Cor
ad Cor Loquitur. Heart speaks to
heart, the Sacred Heart of our Lord
speaks to each of us in prayer, and
we just have to be willing to take
the time to listen. It is the unity
which is engendered in the life of
the seminary which makes this call
to listen to the Sacred Heart so
powerful.

Seminary has made me appreci-
ate the time that I spend in prayer
even more. Before, prayer some-
times felt like a burden, an hour
which I “have” to spend with the
Lord. Now, I see it as an hour that

I “get” to talk to God about what he
is asking of me and receive His
love. This outlook does not come
naturally, and I must first fight
the idea that I could be doing
something more important. This is
especially important, with mid-
terms just around the corner. But
then I realize there is nothing more
important that I do each day: not
my schoolwork, my reading, or
even the time I spend with friends.

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Papa: Los santos fueron revolucionarios que

vivieron las bienaventuranzas

CIUDAD DEL VATI-
CANO (CNS) — Los santos
no eran conformistas
"almidonados", dijo el
papa Francisco; eran "con-
traculturales y revolucion-
arios".

La multitud de hombres
y mujeres honrados en la
solemnidad de Todos los
Santos vivieron de acuerdo
con las Bienaventuranzas,
lo que los hizo decidida-
mente fuera de lugar en el
mundo, dijo el papa Fran-
cisco el 1 de noviembre
antes de recitar la oracion
del Angelus.

Con miles de personas
reunidas en la Plaza de San
Pedro, incluidos los que ha-
bian participado en la car-
rera de 10 km del Dia de
Todos los Santos, el papa
Francisco también animé a
la gente a no solo visitar los
lugares de entierro de sus
seres queridos al dia sigui-
ente, la solemnidad de los
Fieles Difuntos, sino ir a
Misa y rezar por ellos tam-
bién.

Hablando de santos y la
lectura del Evangelio del
dia de las bienaventuran-
zas, el papa Francisco se en-

foc6 particularmente en
"Bienaventurados los que
trabajan por la paz".

Todos dicen que quieren
paz, dijo, pero a menudo lo
que quieren decir es que
quieren "que los dejen
en paz, que no tengan
problemas, solo tranquili-
dad".

Pero, si uno lee las
bienaventuranzas del
Evangelio, dijo, vera que
Jests no dice: "Bienaventu-
rados los que estan en
paz", sino bienaventurados
"los que hacen la paz,
los constructores, los pacif-
icadores".

"Efectivamente, la paz
hay que construirla, y
como toda construccion re-
quiere esfuerzo, colabora-
cion, paciencia", dijo. Y re-
quiere actos de justicia y
misericordia.

Mientras mucha gente
hoy trata de convencer a
todos de que solo el poder y
la fuerza pueden garantizar
la paz, la ensefianza de
Jests y el ejemplo de los
santos muestran que "la paz
no se logra venciendo o
derrotando a alguien,
nunca es violenta, nunca es
armada".
