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Pope Confirms ‘Second Laudato Si” Will be an Apostolic

Exhortation

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Pope
Francis confirmed plans to publish a
“second Laudato Si’,” which is ex-
pected to update and expand on his
2015 encyclical on the environment.

Greeting visitors in the Paul VI au-
dience hall after his weekly general au-
dience Aug. 30, the pope drew atten-
tion to the World Day of Prayer for the

Care of Creation Sept. 1, the beginning
of the Season of Creation, a month-
long ecumenical period for prayer and
action to promote ecological princi-
ples. The Season of Creation ends Oct.
4, the feast of St. Francis Assisi.
“Onthatdate lintend topublish an
exhortation, a second Laudato Si’,”
Pope Francis said. The document will
be the sixth apostolic exhortation of

his pontificate and the first since his
February 2020 post-synodal exhorta-
tion on the Amazon.

To conclude his weekly audience,
the pope asked Catholics to join with
“our Christian brothers and sisters in
the commitment to caring for creation
as a sacred gift of the Creator.”

“Itis necessary to side with the vic-
tims of environmental and climate in-

justices, striving to end the senseless
war on our common home, which is a
global, terrible war,” he said.

The pope had mentioned the up-
coming document Aug. 21 when he
met with a group of lawyers; he said he
was preparing the document as a “sec-
ond part to Laudato Si’ to update it on
current problems.”

MaryAnn Pachuta Wise, 93, passed away Sat-
urday, August 26, 2023 in her home town of
Beckley, West Virginia.

MaryAnn was born January 11, 1930, the
daughter of John J. and Elizabeth Pachuta. She
was preceded in death by her husband of 69
years, Deacon William Donald "Don" Wise;
daughter, Marcie Wise; parents; and siblings,
Elizabeth Peplowski, Billie Jo Franko, Janie
Moore, and John Pachuta.

MaryAnn is survived by three children, San-
dra (Les) Rush, Don (Tina) Wise, Jr. and Theresa
(Tony) O'Leary. She had 10 grandchildren: Don-
nie (Misha), Stephen (Candace), Lachelle, Gabe
(Casey), and Desi Wise, Samantha Goins, Alexis
(Hunter) Brown, and Patrick (Shelby), David,
and Colleen O'Leary.

MaryAnn had six great-grandchildren, Ellie,
Elsie, and Jude Wise; Isabelle and Hunter Goins;
and Amara Brown. She is also survived by her

sister, Margaret Reinhardt, sister-in-law Ann Pa-
chuta and many nieces and nephews.

MaryAnn was married to Don in 1949 and
their years together were spent serving the
Catholic community of Beckley. They helped
establish St. Francis de Sales School, where
MaryAnn served in the PTO and as a homeroom
mother. When Don became a Permanent Dea-
con in 1988, MaryAnn also assumed her role in
ministry to the Church.

MaryAnn graduated from Beckley Woodrow
Wilson High School in 1949, where she was a
proud member of the flag team and was an at-
tendant to Ms. Flying Eagle. She worked as a
payroll clerk for the New River Company. Her
civic duties included volunteer work with Beck-
ley Little League and was a member of Catholic
Daughters of America.

MaryAnn volunteered at Raleigh General
Hospital for 44 years (12,276 hours). She deliv-

ered newspapers to countless patients and
served in her role proudly. MaryAnn also en-
joyed listening to the Cincinnati Reds on the
radio every night, even if the team was "getting
clobbered." She also listened faithfully to the
Beckley Flying Eagles on the radio.

A Mass of Christian Burial was celebrated by
Father Leonard Smith and other diocesan
priests at 11 a.m. on Wednesday, August 30 at
St. Francis de Sales Church in Beckley. Rite of
Committal followed in Mt. Calvary Cemetery at
Sunset Memorial Park in Beckley.

‘Ecological Conversion,” Bishops Say

WASHINGTON (OSV News)
— For the World Day of Prayer for
the Care of Creation Sept. 1 and
the Season of Creation that fol-
lows, Pope Francis “invites us to
reflect on the relationship be-
tween justice and creation,” said
the chairmen of the U.S. bishops’
domestic and international pol-
icy committees.

“Pope Francis invites us to
‘transform our hearts, our life-
styles, and the public policies
(to) contribute to the mighty
river of justice and peace in this
Season of Creation,”” the two
bishops said in a reflection re-
leased Aug. 29. The joint message
was issued by Archbishop Borys
Gudziak of the Ukrainian Arche-
parchy of Philadelphia, who is
chairman of the U.S. Conference
of Catholic Bishops’ Committee

on Domestic Justice and Human
Development, and Bishop David
J. Malloy of Rockford, Illinois,
who is chairman of the USCCB'’s
Committee on International Jus-
tice and Peace.

“Let Justice and Peace Flow”
is the theme of the day of prayer
and the Season of Creation that
follows. The season is a month-
long ecumenical period for
prayer and action to promote
ecological principles. It ends Oct.
4, the feast of St. Francis Assisi.
The Holy Spirit can guide people
to transform “hearts, lifestyles,
and public policies” that will
bring about “ecological conver-
sion,” the prelates said, calling
for “greater discernment and ac-
tion to address both ‘the cry of
the earth and the cry of the
poor.””

Pope Francis also mentioned the
letter July 26 when he spent an
hour responding to questions
from young people from the Arch-
diocese of Melbourne, Australia,
according to Archbishop Peter A.
Comensoli. “We decided to keep
mum about it, to let Pope Francis
share the news when he wanted,”
the archbishop posted on X,
formerly Twitter.

The Season of Creation grew out
of the observance of the day of
prayer, which originated in the Or-
thodox Church and was added to
the Catholic Church’s calendar by
Pope Francis in 2015. In his
message for this year’s celebration,
the pope called on world leaders
attending the U.N. climate summit
in Dubai Nov. 30 to Dec. 12 to “in-
stitute a rapid and equitable
transition to end the era of fossil
fuel.”

In an article published on the
British Jesuits’ Thinking Faith web-
site Aug. 29, Cardinal Michael
Czerny, prefect of the Dicastery for

Promoting Integral Human Devel-
opment, encouraged people to ask
themselves, “What issues have
emerged as significantly more dan-
gerous and urgent today than their
treatment in the 2015 encyclical
suggests? What is our role in each
one? What can and must we do
about each one?”

“No matter how the encyclical is
updated our obligation to the fu-
ture isincontestable,” he wrote and
then quoted “Laudato Si'”: “We
must never forget that the younger
generations have the right to re-
ceive a beautiful and livable world
from us, and that this implies that
we have a grave responsibility to-
wards creation which we have re-
ceived from the generous hands of
God.”

Eight years after the publication
of “Laudato Si’,” the cardinal
urged people to ask: “What impact
did the encyclical have?
What changes or developments
should we be grateful for? What
areas did it not reach? How can we
help both parts of Laudato Si’ to
reach more widely and more
deeply?”

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Five Pro-Life Activists Sent to Federal
Prison for Blocking Washington

Abortion Clinic

WASHINGTON (OSV News) —
After a raucous jury trial, five pro-life ac-
tivists face as many as 11 years in federal
prison for convictions to conspire to
blockade a Washington abortion clinicin
2020.

Convicted Aug. 29 in U.S. District
Court for the District of Columbia of con-
spiracy against rights and violation of the
tederal Freedom of Access to Clinic En-
trances Act, or FACE Act — both are fel-
onies — were Lauren Handy, 28, of Alex-
andria, Virginia; John Hinshaw, 67, of
Levittown, New York; Heather Idoni, 61,
of Linden, Michigan; William Goodman,
52, of Bronx, New York; and Herb Gezr-
aghty, 25, of Pittsburgh. Because Judge
Colleen Kollar-Kotelly ruled that using
force to prevent women from entering

the clinicis a violent crime by statute, the
five were incarcerated immediately. At-
torneys for Handy quickly filed an emer-
gency motion asking for Handy to be re-
leased before sentencing. In addition to
prison terms, each defendant faces fines
of up to $350,000 and three years of su-
pervised release. A second group of four
defendants goes on trial in September,
with sentencing for all nine to follow later
this year. The activists’ abortion clinic
blockade, which lasted about three hours
and was livestreamed on Facebook, oc-
curred at Washington Surgi-Clinic Oct.
22, 2020. A statement from Susan B. An-
thony Pro-Life America called the convic-
tions “a shameful day for a nation
founded on unalienable rights, first and
foremost including life.”

Judge Dismisses Criminal Abuse Charges

against Former Cardinal Theodore

McCarrick

DEDHAM, Mass. (OSV News) —
The Massachusetts sex abuse case against
former Cardinal Theodore McCarrick fell
apart Wednesday as all criminal charges
were dismissed due to the disgraced former
cleric being deemed no longer mentally
competent.

Dedham District Court Judge Michael
Pomarole ruled McCarrick is unable to
stand trial after receiving a medical report
from prosecutors which agreed with the
earlier defense report that McCarrick, 93, is
suffering from dementia.

“The Commonwealth’s independent
evaluator concurred that he is not compe-
tent,” said David Traub, spokesman for
Norfolk County District Attorney Michael
Morrissey. Traub said the state moved to
drop all charges after Pomarole’s ruling.
The substance of the reports on McCar-
rick’smental capacities were not made pub-
lic. Mitchell Garabedian, the lawyer who

represented many of the original sex abuse
victims in Boston and the attorney for
McCarrick’s alleged victim, said the judge’s
Aug. 30 ruling does not change what
McCarrick did to his victims, saying for
them McCarrickis “the permanent person-
ification of evil within the Catholic
Church.”

Once one of the most powerful men in
the Catholic Church, McCarrick was ac-
cused in 2018 of decades of sexual abuse,
including allegedly targeting young men
in seminaries. He was found guilty of abuse
in 2019 by the Congregation (now Dicas-
tery) for the Doctrine of the Faith and re-
moved from the clerical state by Pope Fran-
cis.

McCarrick is facing criminal prosecu-
tion for sexual abuse alleged to have taken
place in 1977 in Wisconsin, although it is
now likely his attorneys will move to have
that case dismissed on similar grounds.

Parents Ask Appeals Court to Allow an
Opt-Out from School Books with LGBTQ+

Themes

WASHINGTON (OSV News) — An
interfaith group of Maryland parents has
asked a federal appeals court to allow
them to opt their children out of class-
room instruction pertaining to books
containing LGBTQ+ themes to which
they object on religious grounds.

Becket, a Washington-based religious
liberty law firm, is representing a group of
parents, including Muslims, Jews, Catho-
lics and other Christians, as they sue the
school board in federal court over a Mont-
gomery County Public Schools policy
that does not allow parents to opt out of
instruction using some materials con-
taining LGBTQ+ themes. According to
court documents, some of the materials

in question include the book “Love, Vio-
let,” which a Kirkus Review described as a
“sweetly empathetic, child-friendly girl-
girl romance.”

The parents argued that the school
board violated their First Amendment
rights when it reversed an earlier policy
allowing families to opt out of such in-
struction. But earlier in August, a federal
judge found that Montgomery County
Public Schools, Maryland’s largest public
school system, does not have to give ad-
vance notice to parents so that they may
opt their children out of classroom dis-
cussion and reading of books with
LGBTQ themes while they pursue a chal-
lenge to the policy.

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Laudato Si' 2.0: El Papa anuncia un nuevo

documento antes del "Tiempo de la Creacién’

CIUDAD DEL VATI-
CANO (CNS)—Antes de las
celebraciones ecuménicas de
la Jornada Mundial de Ora-
cion por el Cuidado dela Crea-
cion del 1 de septiembre y del
"Tiempo de la Creacion", que
durara un mes, el Papa Fran-
cisco dijo que esta escribiendo
un documento de segui-
miento de suenciclicade 2015
sobre el medio ambiente.

"Estoy escribiendo una se-
gunda parte de Laudato Si'
para actualizarla sobre los
problemas actuales", dijo el
Papa a un grupo de abogados
el 21 de agosto durante unare-
union en labiblioteca del Pala-
cio Apostolico. No dio mas in-
formacion.

Pero Matteo Bruni, director
de la oficina de prensa del Va-
ticano, dijo a Vatican News
que la carta se centrara especi-
almente en las recientes crisis
climaticas.

El presidente hiangaro, Ka-
talin Novak, que paso 45 mi-
nutos a solas con el Papa Fran-
cisco en el Vaticano el 25 de
agosto, dijoaun periodicoital-
iano que el documento se pub-
licara el 4 de octubre, fiesta de
San Francisco de Asis y clau-
sura del Tiempo de la Crea-
cion.

"Me dijo que esta traba-
jando en la redaccion de una
nueva enciclica, una nueva
edicion de Laudato Si', y que se
publicara el 4 de octubre", dijo
Novdk a Il Messaggero en una

entrevista publicada el 26 de
agosto. "La primera enciclica
se promulgo en 2015 y, como
muchas cosas han cambiado
un poco desde entonces, me
dijo que era necesario actual-
izarla. Junto a los temas ya tra-
tados habra otros, nuevos,
pero no entramos en detalles".

El Cardenal canadiense Mi-
chael Czerny, prefecto del Di-
casterio para el Servicio del De-
sarrollo Humano Integral, se
dirigio a los jovenes en Lisboa,
Portugal, en el Congreso Inter-
nacional sobre el Cuidado de
la Creacion, el 31 de julio, y
llamo la atencién sobre como
"la abrumadora evidencia
global muestra que los seres
humanos han alterado signif-
icativamente todos los siste-
mas de la Tierra: la atmosfera,
los océanos, los continentes y
los ecosistemas, toda la comu-
nidad de la vida en la Tierra".

Sefial6 las "preocupantes
tendencias concurrentes" dela
rapida desaparicion del hielo
de los glaciares y de los mares
Articoy Antartico, el aumento
de la temperatura de los océa-
nosy lamayor frecuencia e in-
tensidad de fenémenos me-
teoroldgicos extremos como
inundaciones e incendios for-
estales.

Muriel Fleury, que dirige la
seccién de comunicaciéon del
dicasterio, dijo a Catholic
News Service el 24 de agosto
que el anuncio del Papa era
una buena noticia porque la
gente de todo el mundo esta
preocupada, escucha al Papa

Francisco y cada grupo de obi-
spos que visita el dicasterio
plantea preguntas y preocupa-
ciones sobre el medio am-
biente y la doctrina catolica
sobre la ecologia.

El Papa Francisco también
mencion6é el nuevo doc-
umento el 26 de julio cuando
pasé una hora respondiendo a
las preguntas de los j6venes de
la archidio6cesis de Melbourne,
Australia, segn el arzobispo
Peter A. Comensoli. "Decidi-
mos guardar silencio al re-
specto, para dejar que el Papa
Francisco compartiera las no-
ticias cuando quisiera", pub-
lico el arzobispo en X, antes
conocido como Twitter.

Elarzobispo dijoa CNS que
el anuncio papal se produjo en
respuesta a una pregunta de
uno de los joévenes y su res-
puestales mostr6 "su profunda
preocupacién por que el cui-
dado de nuestra casa comun
necesita una atencién atn
mayor. Se podia sentir la ur-
gencia en su respuesta”.

"Laudato Si', sobre el cui-
dado de la casa comun" era el
titulo de la carta enciclica del
Papa Francisco de 20135 sobre
la necesidad de una "ecologia
integral" que respete la digni-
dady el valor dela persona hu-
mana, ayude a los pobres y sal-
vaguarde el planeta.

Pocos meses después de la
publicacion de la enciclica, el
Papa Francisco instituy6 la
celebracion por parte de la
Iglesia catolica de la Jornada
Mundial de Oracion por el

Cuidado de la Creacién, un-
iéndose asi al Patriarcado
Ecuménico Ortodoxo de Con-
stantinopla, que ha celebrado
la jornada de oracion el 1 de
septiembre desde 1989.

A tiempo para la celebra-
cién de 2023, 1a Oficina Filaté-
lica y Numismatica del Vati-
cano publico los disefios que
ha elegido para los sellos que
llaman la atencién sobre el
Decenio de las Naciones Un-
idas parala Restauracion delos
Ecosistemas. Son muy "Lau-
dato Si", que es la frase inicial
del Céntico de las Criaturas de
San Francisco de Asis.

Los nuevos sellos llevan
una pintura acuarela del padre
franciscano Giuseppe Mur-
daca, parroco de la Iglesia de
San Francisco de Asis en Reg-
gio Calabria, Italia.

Las palabras "Laudato il Si-
gnore Opere Sue" ("Alabado
sea el Sefor, todas sus obras")
aparecen en el centro dela pin-
tura, rodeadas de agua, una
paloma, el sol, la luna y un
cordero que camina sobre
campos verdes.

La colocacion de las figuras
alrededor de las palabras pre-
tende ser "un signo del abrazo
de Dios, que se complaci6 en
crear las condiciones necesar-
ias para la vida humana", dijo
la Oficina Filatélica y Numis-
matica en un comunicado de
prensa. "Su mensaje llama a la
humanidad a la conversion
ecologica".

Una premisa central tanto
del Decenio para la Restaura-

cion de los Ecosistemas como
del mensaje del Papa Francisco
para el Tiempo de la Creacion
es que no es demasiado tarde
para actuar y, en palabras del
Papa, convertirse.

El cardenal Czerny dijo a
los jovenes de Lisboa que el
mensaje del Papa es teoldgico
y espiritual.

"El cambio necesario es
mucho mas que simples solu-
ciones politicas o tecnologi-
cas", dijo el cardenal. "El clima,
junto con la atmosfera, la
tierra y las aguas de nuestro
planeta, constituyen un bien
comun, que pertenece a todos
y esta destinado a todos. Debe-
mos ser mas conscientes de
nuestro origen comun, nues-
tra pertenencia mutua y nues-
tro futuro compartido. Este
conocimiento bésico permiti-
ria desarrollar nuevas convic-
ciones, nuevas conexiones y
vinculos, nuevos estilos de
vida".
